A new method of producing light from
electricity has been patented in Kugland.
Small balls of platinum or iridium are ar-
ranged at the ends of small platinum rods
enclosed in pairs in the centre of a suitable
globe, and a rapid succession of sparks is
passed between them, whereby they are
raised to incandescent heat. A disadvan-
tage1s the noise attendant on the rapid
sparks.

The researches of Prof. Quincke ind -
cate that the change of volume of solid
and liquid bodies under electrical iuflu-
ence is not due to heat, for the change
produced in the volume of fatty oils is one
of contraction. The same investigator
has shown that electricity diminishes the
elasticity of flint and German glass, which
is also said to be the case with India
rubber, while the elasticity of mica, and_
gutta percha is increased.

If elastic gish is warmed, then expand-
ed and woundjn a spiral upon a glass tube
or wire and &eoled for a short time in a
cooling mixture, it shows no tendency to
contract, but when it is submitted to hot
water it returns quickly to its original
length., The phenomenon can also be
made to appear without the use of the
cooling mixture. If one holds heated gum
a second in an expanded condition it shows
no disposition to return to its original
length; but if one immerses it in hot water
it contracts to ene-fourth or one-fifth of
its original length. Maxwell has found
that similar phenomena are produced in
gutta percha.

A dairying company of London has late-
ly established a laboratory at which sam-
ples of milk received from farmersare sub-
jected to chemical analysis. Prizes have
been offered by the company, which are
to be given to those farmers whose milk
supply stands highest in quality during a
stated period of time, The samples of
| milk are carefully examined by the com-
i pany’s analyst, whose analyses and re-
ports will decide the competition for the
prizes, It is expected that much valu-
able information respecting methods for
producing the richest possible milk will
be secured in this way.

arguments in favor of this contract resolve
themselves into these : (1) that the pre-
sent proposition is the best ever submitted
to Parliament, and better than either the
Allan contract or the contract of the mem-
ber for Lambton (Hon. Mr. Mackenzie)
for 1874, and (2) that it is the best bargain
the Government could make. This was
not & fair line of argument, for what was
in the interests of the country in 1873 or
1874 was not necessarily in the interests
of the country to day. Besides that, the
Allan contract failed, and the proposition
of 1874 was never gone on with, and there-
fore should be left out of the question; but
he denied, as a matter of faet, that this
scheme was better than that of the member
for Lambton in 1874, The member for
Richmond and Wolfe (Mr, Ives) took the
same line of argument as the Minister of
Railways, and in comparing this with the
Allan contract, he said he would touch |
upou the details but lightly. He (Mr.
Cameron) cc ded the prud of the
hon. member in the line he had taken, for
when the comparison was made, it appear- 1
ed that the terms of the present contract |

were far worse than those with Sir Hugh |
Allan, He had taken the trouble to (
analyze the terms of the Allan contract, |
and the result was as he had stated. The

tirst point touched upon by each contract

Allan terms provided that the road was to
be built and equipped according to the
specifications to be hereafter agreed upon
between the Government and the Com-
pany, and that the materials used in the
construction and working of the railway,
the capacity of the engines, and the char-
acter of the rolling stock should be regu-
lated between the Governor in Council and
the Company. There was not a word in
the present contract—as there was in 1874
—that the work shonld be proceeded with
upon the specifications of the Government.
And 80 with regard to all the other provi-
sions. Aunother very serious discrepancy
was seen in the provision as to the stand-
ard of the road. The Allan terms were,
that in order to establish a permanent
standard the Union Pacific of the United
States ‘‘is hereby selected and fixed”
as the standard in a general way only,
and not with respect to any minor details
in its construction, when it may be found
to be objectionable, and not with respect
to any alignment or to grades, thus stipu:
lating that the grades and curves were
not necessarily to be of the standard of
the Union Pacific, but could be regalated
by the Governor in Council. As to secu-
rity for the completion of the work, it
was required by the Allan contract that
the shareholders could not transfer their
shares, and thus escape their liability; un-
til six years from the date of the charter.
He contrasted these terms with those
brought down in the present propositions,
by which the moment this Syndicate be-
came incorporated, all personal responsi-
bility ceased. Further, the former con-
tract provided that the capital of the
Company should be ten millious, and that
ten per cent, should be paid up, and as a
personal obligation on the part of the
stockholders, the remaining nine millions
should remain as security for the final
completion and equipment of the road;
8o that not only had they the personal
obligation of the stockholders for six years
and for the payment of ten per cent. of
the capital, but the balance of the nine
millions was to remain as security for the
ultimate completion of the work. Under
clause 10 of the Allan charter the Company,
upon completion of each 20 miles of the
road, was bound to work the same for
the conveyance of freight and passengers,
effectually, in the interest of the public.
He (Mr. Cameron) very much dounbted if
the present Company was bound to work
the road at all until the road was com-
pleted. Then, under the old contract
every provision' was made for the equi.
table seleation and allotment of land which
the Company was to receive as a subsidy,
while under the present regulations the
Government had left the matter entirely
in the hands of the Company in this res-
pect, and if the lot contained a few acres
of muskeg or other objectionable land it
could be rejected by them. In the Allan
contract there was no provision that all
the materials should be brought into the
country free of duty. There was no
monopoly of branch lines or exemption of
lands from taxation. The Company had
not the power to select lands as they had
“under this contract, and yet it was said
that this was the best contract ever sub-
mitted to Parliament, though every one
must see that the Allan contract, bad as
it was, was better than this,

Then it was asserted that this contract
was better than that submitted by Mr.
Mackenzie. Under the Act of 1874 the
propositions submitted by the member
for Lambton were not so binding as these,
which were to be accepted as they
stood, without modification. The stand-
ard of the railway was a matter of
great importance, because between 1869and
1874 the Union Pacific had spent ten mill,
ions to make their road safe for passengers,
andif thisroad wastobe a good road it must
besuperiortothequality of the Union Pacific
Railroad in 1869, By the Act of 1874 the
quality of the road was to be determined
by the Governor in Council, and the
Company had not a werd to say in the mat-
ter. They were not, asnow proposed, made
the sole judges of the standard. That was
left to the Goverrmant—that is to Parlia-
ment—and to the people. Now, however,
the Governor in Council was not to be con-
sulted in the matter. Their hands were
tied, and the decision was left entirely in
the hands of the Company. Then the
Minister of Railways said this was the
best bargain which could be made. How
did he know it? How did the House or
the people know it? He did not ask the
people to tender for it, but refused to
give them the material to form an
opinion. The Government secretly deci-
ded on this contract, and then asked the
House to accept its word that this was
the best contract that could be made.
They refused to give information and
signed the secret bargain and submitted
it to Parliament to agree to the terms
suggested, and agreed to secretly. This
was & different proposal from that of the
member for Lambton, who had made
everything subject to the approval of
Parliament, and advertised publicly to
the moneyed men of the world for com.
petition. The member for Lambton pro-
posed land regulations which would in-
duce immigration, while not absolutely
handing over the lands to the Company 3
much less did they hold out inducements
to the Company to hold lands till settlers
made them valuable. The member for
Lambton proposed that when the lands
were not suitable, the Governor in Council
should select other lands, the (tovernorin
Council being the sole judge where the
laad should be seleeted. Under the pre-
sent contract it was proposed that the
Company should be the sole judge, and
the Governor in Council had no vojce in
their selection, Still the hon. gentleman
said this was the best contract ever laid
before Parliament. Jn another and mosi
important element, ths proposal was far
worse than that of Mr, Mackenzie, Under
that arrangement supervision of the rates
of carriage was left with the (overnor-
General in Council, whereas under the
present contract no interference was al-
lowed until the road paid the Company
ten per cent. on the amount invested.
Further, the right was reser\etj_ to the
Government by the contract oft 1874 to
purchase the road, or any part of it,
with ten per_ cent. on the investment,
less the money subsidy and the amount
realized for the sale of public lands. If
those lands were as valuable as they are
now believed them tobe— |
