Onthe 11th of May, 1883, the
defendants chartered the Rowland Hill
to proceed to Portland, Oregon, to carry
acargo. Theship was to be ready to
receive the cargo on the 3lst of October
at sundown. She reached Portland
upon the 30th of October, having gone
there in ballast. On the 3lst the defen-
dante’ agents refused toload her, alleging
that as she had still 300 tons of ballast on
board at sundown and was not lined, as
there had been no investigation and certi-
