ALBANY, N, Y, Aug. 31.—A number
of bills passed by the legislature this
vear and approved by Governor
Hughes amending the penal code, the
most important of which is the so-call-
ed anti-hucket shop law go .into ef-
fect tomorrow. The act aimed at bucket
sheps, prohibits the sale or exchange
of securities when the contract is bas-
ed merely on the public margin quota-
tions and there is no actual bonafide
receipt or delivery of such securities. It/
provides that brokers must furnish
an order for the actual purchase or
upon writtén demand to any customer,
sale of securities, containing the name
of the persons or firms from whom the
stock was purchased and to whom
sold.

A bucket shop is defined as a *room,
apartment, booth, office, or store there-
in or any other place where any con-
tract prohibited by this act is made or
offered to be nude.” Violation of the
law is made a felony punishable by a
fine of $5,000 or imprisonment for not
more than flye years or both, The sup-
reme court !s given power to dissolve
a domestic corporation convicted of a
second offense.,
