T0 REBUILD CITY
OF THREE RIVERS

Gouncil Seeks Power to Raise Over Half a
Million for the Purpose.

QUEBEC, March 16—Power to raise
money to the amount of $650,000 to be
devoted to the rebuilding of the city

‘of Three Rivers which suffered so se-

verely in the great conflagration of
June last, is asked by the Council of
tbat city in a bill presented to the
Legislature by Mr. J. A. Tessier.

The bill asserts that the business
part of the city, which was the chief
element of its existence, cannot vre-
cover such a loss as was suffired,
without the aid and assistance of the
Provincial Government.

Of the amount asked it is proposed
that $150,000 shall be used to expro-
priate property for widening the
streets, as one means of preventing
such a calamity in the future. The
residue will be loaned to persons
whose houses or other dwellings were
destroyed by the fire, to aid them to
rebuild. Such advanues are to be at
the discretion of the City Couneil, but
are not to exceed fifty per cent. of the
cost. of the new building.

For the recovery aund security of the
sums of money which shall bz loaned
to the proprietors under this act, the
corporation of the city shall have the
first lien before all other liens as well
as before all hypothacs or other se-
curities imposed on the value of the
buiidings to ke erected and on the in-
creased value of the land in conse-
quence of the building of such edi-
fices as well as a general hypothec
on the land.

The loss incurred by the inhabitauts
of the city, regarding which hasty
estimates were made at the time of
the disaster, placed by the Council in
their statement to the I.egislature as
having totalled an amount of over cne
million two hundred thousand dollars
in buildings destroyed and losses on
machinery, stocks-in-trade, merchan-
dise, and moveables for over two mli-
lion dollars, thereby vendering the
majority of the victims entirely un-
able to rebuild their properties and
continue their business.

1t is represented that owing to the
price of materials and labor, the cost
of the new buildings will be more than
double that of the old on2s in exist-
ence hefore the fire.

TARMY EXPERIMENT IN
TRANSPORT BY MOTOR

SEmesmiEs)

A Thousand Men Rushed by Automobiles fo
Repel lovading Force Which Had
Landed at Hastings.

LONDON, Mar. 17.—An interesting
experiment was made by the War Of-
fice today tp demonstrate the utility of
the automobile as a means of rapid
military transport to supplement the
resources of the railroads. Acting cn
the assumption that a hostile army
had landed at Hastings and that the
railroad was blocked with troop trains
.a relieving force of 1,000 men with full
war kit and guns was moved to. the
scene by automobiles. Some 500 ma-
chines loaned by members of the Au-
tomobile Club picked up the men and
their accoutrements at the varlous
barracks and conveyed them to  the
Crystal Palace, whence the start was
made. The machines travelled at the
rate of twenty miles an hour over the
‘hard frozen roads towards Hastings.
The lighter cars with the men took
the lead, leaving the heavier vehicles
with the guns and stores.to bring up
the rear. Great crowds gathered aicng
the route of the run to watch the col-
umn which was over a mile long. At
Hastings the cars were drawn up on
the sea front. ‘“The relieving army”’

‘the early life of the Saint he told of
his conversion to (‘hristian&ty, his vis+
it to Rome, where he prepared for hidg”
life work and his feturn to his native'
Jand as the first Bishop of Ireland. He
left Ireland a humble man and re<
turned still humble in spite of his Hpw
office bearing the beautiful truths~of
Christianity. He taught his f<llow men
that God had created man out of the
slime of the earth yet had made hini
the most wonderful of his creations.
He explained that the gift he brought
was not for the body but for the soul
created in the body by the breath of
God.

In simple !xanguage he told them of
God their Creator and Master, and ex-
plained the truths of the church. He
captivated and soothed their wild and
stormy natures as the teachings of the
Druids never had The beautiful story
of Mary, the Mother of Jesus, appealed
‘to the hearts of the Irish mothers as
nothing that they had heard before.
Deep sank these truths in the hearts
of the people, until the beauty of the
Christian spirit of the people surpassed
the grandeur of the Irish landscape.
St. Patrick travelled from one énd of
the island to the other with his mes-
sage, and when he died left a Chris-
tianjized people who kept his memory
green on earth. His teachings were
not forgotten, and soor‘semmarles and
convents sprung up to train the youth
of the country. No sacrifice was too
great for Irish parents to make in or-
der that thelr children might grow up
in the church, There were indeed the
happy years for Ireland. The meople
had two ambitions—to learn and to
achieve. Philogophers coming from al?
parts of the earth to lead them, and
from the schools went out men and
women skilled in learning and with
the fear of God in their hearts. The
people grew strong and fair in these
years, but the church was not destined
to have peace always,

Ireland’'s first trouble came with the
invasion of the Danes in the ninth
century, who came to conguer the
country and overthrow thelr religion.
The people met this invasion by ris-
ing in their might and driving back
the invaders,

In 1541 Ireland came under the will of
the invader and then followed troubl-
ed years for the country. To break
the spirit of Ireland the invaders de-
termined not only to destroy their na-
tionality but to take away their reli-
gion of their fathers. The priests weré
dispersed and hunted and in these
times the place of meeting was a
hedge row and the church bell a whils-
per. In spite.of all this the people did
not lase .their faith which now sfands
as a symbol of the beauty of that
Taith.

These of you who are Irishmen and
not Catholics should bow your heads
in shame at the thought yop will Rot
enter the church wken it is so easy
while your fathers held to it in the
midst of suffering and perse¢ution.

The preacher closed with an eloguent
appeal to his hearers to zealously up-
hold the faith with the assurance that
they would then have''the peace which
passeth all understanding.”
