"The Mexican Northwestern ta itself 
is not a particularly progressive pro­
position with its 670 miles of line and 
116 miles of projected extensions. With 
Rock Island, however. It offers a new 
through line from Chicago to the Pa­
cific Ocean, and with the Canadian 
Pacific affiliations it would give Cana­
dian interests a north and south out­
let through the heart of the middle 
west."

NEW YORK, N.Y., Jan. 14.—The 
downward movement ln the stock mar­
ket, which had its inception last week 
and has proceeded with more or less 
regularity since that time, assumed 
larger proportions to-day when, on 
very heavy liquidations, accompanied 
by extensive selling for the decline, 
prices crumbled throughout the list. 
There was demoralization in the final 
hour, and the clpsing left a majority 
of the active issues at the lowest level 
seen ln many weeks.

MONTREAL, Jan. 14.—Aid. Carter’s 
bill providing for the closing of saloons 
at ten o’clock every night, with the ex­
ception of Saturday, when they were to 
close at seven o’clock, which appeared 
likely to pass the council at its session 
to-day, struck a snag, and at present 
it appears unlikely that it will become 
law. Aid, Lapointe, who is secretary 
of the Licensed Victuallers’ Associa­
tion, proved too able a hand at finessing 
for tlie proposers of the by-law. The 
desired end was brought about by Aid. 
Couture moving, when the by-law was 
taken up, the adoption of the first 
clause and preamble with a change by 
which saloons were only compelled to 
close at seven o’clock on Saturdays. 
Naturally the friends of the by-law obr 
Jected to this change, and voted 
against it. So did some of the oppon­
ents, with the result that the motion 
was defeated by 34 to 2. Then the

OTTAWA, Jan. 14.—An illuminative 
instance of utter discord in the opposi­
tion ranks on the naval question was 
shown to-day in the local bye-election 
campaign. Dr. Chabot, the straight 
Conservative candidate, asked the Con­
servative leader from Quebec to speak 
for him at a campaign meeting this 
week. On hearing of tins, Mr, P. D. 
Boss, editor of the Journal, a leading 
member of the local Conservative ex­
ecutive, and a stauncli supporter of the 
principle of the Government policy in 
regard to the construction of a Can­
adian navy, immediately gave notice 
to Dr. «Chabot that if Mr. Monk, the 
leading protagonist of the do-nothing 
attitude on the naval question, appear­
ed on the platform in support of Dr.

Synopsis of Canadian North 
west Land Regulations, NtOKtSMKN

Any person who is the sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 year» old, 
may homestead a quarter-section of 
available Dominion land in Manitoba. 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli­
cant must appear in person at the 
Dominion Lands ,Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by 
proxy may be made at any agency, on 
certain conditions, by father, mother, 
son, daughter, brother or sister of in­
tending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine, miles of tie homestead on 
a farm of at least 86 acres solely own­
ed and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader to 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside nia homestead. Price 
(3.0C per acre. Duties—Must reside six 
months in each of six years from date 
tf homestead entry (Including the 
time required to earn homestead pa­
tent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right and cannot obtain a 
pre-emption may take a purchased 
homestead in certain districts. Price

holds the world in the statue of Atias, 
which is receiving the flnisu'ng touches 
in marble at the hands of Mr. Gtitzon 
Borglum. He disagrees with the 
ceptions of the ancients, for this fig­
ure is intended to record his conviction 
that the real burden of the World is 
supported by women. Mr. Borglum із 
not identified- with any of the asso« i- 
ations which are labiriug in tlie cause 
of universal suffrage, but he is merely 
expressing" bis personal visas on a 
subject In which he has given much 
thought.

The sculptors of antique time model­
led Atlas as a broad ah inldered, heavy 
thewed man, w^th a sweeping beard, 
who on his back painfully balanced 
the revolving setting nf the human 
comedy. Mr. Bo-gio-n presents the 
tense and nervous form of n woman 
clasping with both arms a great globe, 
which rests on her should*", presses 
roughly upon one side of the head and 
strains every muscle under Its weight. 
The statue is nearly life size.

"I have always felt," said Mr. Bor­
glum, "that the ancients were wrong, 
for It Is woman after all who must sus­
tain the great responsibilities of life. 
The statue I have dedicated to 
mothèr. Tlie sphere which the figure 
bears Is motherhood, she is portrayed 
as holding the globe, for so the real 
burdens of Hfe are borne in the arms. 
I have made the weight to press so 
heavily as indicative of what woman 
endures.”

Mr. Borglum modelled the statue as 
an expression of his own feeling, as 
he had no copmüss: m for it. He said 
yesterday, however, that before il was 
completed it had been taken oy a mu­
seum, but that for the present no an­
nouncement "would he made by the 
owner. In view of the wldyespread Піе- 
cussion v,Deeming the mission of .ro­
man and her political ami social rights 
the statue when places en exhin'.tii n 
will cause much comment and discus­
sion.

Mr. Borglum has also begun work cn 
the small model for tlie memorial 
statue of Lincoln which Is to be placed 
ln Newark. It represents the states­
man sitting on a bench which Is on a 
low pedestal, and so .disposed as to 
give the impression of the loneliness 
•f on# of the most rèmarkable person­
alities in American history.

Net Water Boiler Explodes Wlthi Few 
Feet of Rev. Mr. Lodge.

Rev. W. W. Lodge, pastor of Ex­

mouth Street Methodist Church, ex­
perienced a remarkably close escape 
from serious injury or death on Thurs­
day morning. The explosion of a hot 
Water boiler in the kitchen of the Ex­
mouth Street parsonage occurred just 
after he had passed out of the door, 
and while he was still not more than 
twelve feet away from it.

The explosion drove the steel boiler 
about the room ln small sections, por­
tions of it flying through the double 
windows on the other side of the room, 
and landing far out in the areaway. 
The top was blown from the kitchen 
range, and the room was badly wreck­
ed by the flying pieces of metal.

The clergyman lit the fire without 
knowing that thé water had frozen 
solid ln the boiler during the night. 
When the heat reached the mass of 
ice, it expanded and the physical re­
sult followed. After setting the fire 
alight Rev. Mr. Lodge employed him­
self about the kitchen for a minute or 
two, and then left the room. He had 
just reached the door going to it from 
a position about two feet away from 
the boiler, when the explosic» occurrefl, 
and pieces of the stove trad 
struck the walls a foot from him.
