Synopsis of Canadian North
west Land Regulations,

Any person who is the sole 1éud of a

\| family, or ‘any male over 18 years 0ld,

may homestéad & quatter-section ‘of
available Dominion land in Manitoba,
The appli-
cant must appear ih ‘persoh at thes
Lands  Agency or 8Sub-
Agency for the district. Entry by
proxy may be made at any agency, on
certain conditions, by father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of in-
tending homesteader,

Duties—Six nonths’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each ot
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine.miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupied "y him or by his
fatrer, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homestcader in
gocd standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section a'ongside his homestead. Price
£3.0( per acre. Dusies—Must reside six
months in each of six years from date
¢f homestead entry (including the
time required to earn homestead pa-

‘tent) and cultivate ffty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a
pre-emption may take a purchased
homestead in certain districts. Price
Duties—Must  reside
six months in each of three years, cul-
tivate fifty acres and erect a house
worth $300.00.

GLERGYMAN HAS NARROW
ESCAPE AT HIS RESIDENGE

Hot Water Boiler Explodes Withn Few
\ Feet of Rev. Mr. Lodgo.‘ ;

Rev. W. W. Lodge, pastor of Ex-
mouth Street Methodist Church, ex-
perienced a remarkably close escape
from serious injury or death on Thurs-
day morning. The explosion of a hot
water boiler in the kitchen of the Ex-
mouth Street parsonage occurred just
after he had passed out of the door,
and while he ‘was still not more than
twelve feet away from it.

The explosion drove the steel boiler
about the room in small sections, por-
tions of it flying through the double
windows on the other side of the room,
and landing far out in the areaway.
The top was blown from the kitchen
range, and the room was badly wreck-
ed by the flying pieces of metal.

The clergyman lit the fire without
knowipg that thé water had frozen
solid in the boile-r during the night.
‘When the heat reached the mass of
ice, it expanded and the physical re-
sult follewed. After setting the fire
alight Rev. Mr. Lodge employed him-
self about the kitchen for a minute or
two, and then left the room. He had
just reached the door going to it from
a position about two feet away from
the boiler, when the explosicg occurred,
and pieces of the stove a®d boiler
strucl. the walls a foot from him.

NEW YORK, Jan. 14.—Womar up-
holds the world in the statue of Atias,
which is receiving the finisn'ng touches
in marble at the hands of Mr. Guizon
Borglum. He disagrees with the ccn-
ceptions of the ancients, for this 7ig-
ure is intended to rccord his conviction
that the real burden of tha world is
supported by women. Mr. Borglum i3
not identified: with any of tae assori-
ations’ which are Iabiring in the cause
of universal suffrage, but heis merely
expressing” bis personal vizas on a
subject in whlch he has given much
thought. N

The sculptors of antigue tim= model-
led Atlas as a broad shjuldered, heavy
thewed man, with a sweeplng beard,
who on his back pa:ninily balarced
the revolving setting o the humnan
comedy. Mr. Bo-zlum presents the
tense and .nervous form of a woman
clasping with hoth arms a great globe,
which rests on her shoulder, presses
roughly upon one side of the head ard
strains every muscle under its welght.
The statue is nearly life size.

‘Il have always felt,” said Mr. Bor-
glum, “that the ancients were wrong,
for it is woman after all who must sis-
tain the great responsibilities of :ife.
The statue I have dedicated to my
mothér.  The sphere which the figure
bears is motherhood. She is portrayed
as holding the globe, for so the real
burdens of.life are borne in the arms.
I have made the weight to press so
heavily as indicative of what woman
endures.”

Mr. Borglum modelled the statue as
an expression of his own feeling, as
he had no commissiyn for it. He said
yesterday, however, that hefore iL was
completed it had been ta¥en oy a mu-
seum, but that for the present no an-
nouncement would e made by the
owner. In view of the widyespread dis—
cussion <,ncerning th2 mission of wo-
man and her political and social rights
the statue when placaa sn exhiniticn
will cause much commen! and discus-
sion.

Mr. Borglum has also begin work cn
the small model for the memorial
statue of Lincoln which is to be placed
in Newark. It represents the states-
man sitting on a bench which is on a
low pedestal, and so .disposed as Lo
give the impression of the loneliness
of on® of the most rémarkable person-
alities in American history.

Ganadian Secures Centrol of
Rock Istand

Behind the Deal—Benefils
Canada,

BOSTON, ' Jan. 14.—The statement
can be definitely made that Dr. F. S.
Pearson, representing a powerful Eng-
lish and Canadian syndicate, is the
bidder for the actual majority control
of the Rock Island Railroad, the affairs
of which have heen prominently aired
in Wall Strest recently, says the Bos-
ton News Bureau, a leading financial
publication, to-night. The News Bur-
eau further says: ‘“Mr. Pearson
through a New York banking house
has already secured enormous interest
in Rock Island preferred, which car-
ries control. Dr, Pearson has not ob-
tained an actual 51 per cent. of the
$49,262,600 of Rock Tsland preferred,
but if present plans are not frustrated
by the Moore-Railroad interests he is
likely to get his majority of stock
within the near future.

“If Dr. Pearson succeeds in his
latest darmg coup and bottles up con-
trol of Rock Island, the plans of a
powerful American railroad syndicate
will receive the severest set back
which this group has ever experienced.

“The control of Lehigh Valley, Wa-
bash, and possibly Pére Marguette is
understood to rest with Rock Island
interests.

“There are no outward evidences
that Dr. Pearson represents the Cana-
dian Pacific in present manoeuvres.
It is a fact, however, -that 8Sir W. C.
Van Horn is one of Dr. Pearson's clos-
est associates, and a director in seve-
ral of his companies. ‘At best it is
safe to predict that Rock Island and
Dr. Pearson's Mexican Northwestern
would be on very friendly terms with
Canada's leading railroad.

“The Mexican Northwestern in itself
is not a particularly progressive pro-
position with its 670 miles of line and
116 miles of projected extensions. With
Rock Island, however, it offers a new
through line from Chicago to the Pa-
cific Ocean, and with the Canadian
Pacific affiliations it would give Cana-
dian interests a north and south out-
let through the heart of the middle
west.”

NEW YORK, N.Y: Jan. 14.—The
downward movement in the stock mar-
ket, which had its inception last week
and has proceeded with more or less
regularity since that time, assumed
larger proportions to-day when, on
very heavy liquidations, accompanied
by extensive selling for the decline,
prices crumbled throughout the list.
There was demoralization in the final
hour, and the closing left a majority
of the active issues at the lowest level
seen in many weeks.

The recent Rock Island episode un-
doubtedly gave rise to misgivings, and
the present status of the American
Tobacco and Standard Oil cases at
Washington are not reassuring to the
conservative element, whose operations
in the securities market are always
to be reckoned with.

ALD. GARTER'S BILL
GETS A BLACK EYE

Montreal Saloon Men Net by Any Means
su_u.

- MONTREAL, Jan. 14—Ald. Carter's
bill providing for the closing of saloons
at ten o’clock every night, with the ex-
ception of Saturday, when they were to
close at seven o’clock, which appeared
likely to pass the council at its session
to-day, struck a snag, and at present
it appears unlikely that it will become
law. Ald, Lapointe, who is secretary
of the Licensed Victuallers’ Associa-
tion, proved too able a hand at finessing
for the gproposers of the by-law. The
desired end was broiight about by Ald.
Couture movlng, when the by-law was
taken up, the adoption of the first
clause and preamble with a change by
which saloons were only compeHled to
close at seven o’clock on Saturdays.
Naturally the friends of the by-law ob:
jected to this change, and voted
ageinst it. So did some of the oppon-
ents, with the result that the motion
was defeated by 34 to 2. Then the
little joker was brought out, the Mayor
holding that the closing words of the
motion, “and that the clause as
amended be adopted ” having received
a negative vote, the clause was killed,
and the by-law in consequence dead
unless & vote of reconsideration was
passed. TUnder the rules of the Coun-~
cil a motion of reconsideration requires
one more vote than that cast in the
division, which meant that the wvote
would have to be 35. As there was no
hope of this the (Council adjourned
until next Tuesday.

MR. LEWIS HAS
ANOTHER BILL

Does Away With Bible Kissing
—RBudget Dehate

Two Able Speeches Heard in the House
—0ne Conservathe, One
Liberal.

OTTAWA, Jan. 14—The Commons
tcday listened to another instaliment of
speeches of the budget debate, the

feature being two very able addresses
by Dr. Clark of Red Deer, and Mr.
Mr. Congdon of Yokon, the former
disapproving of the system of bounties
and advocating low tariff or free trade,
and the latter giving an optimistic
prophecy of the future of the Yukon
#8 & mineral producing country.

E. N. Lewis introduced a bill re-
gpecting oaths, the purpose of which
is to follow the example of the Im-
perigl parliament and do away with
the unsanitary habit of kiseing the
Bible and substitute therefor a form
of declaration.

He
claimed that the era of high protec-

tion was coming to an end in both the |

United States and Germaay, and pro-
ceeded to express his dissent fromr Mr.
Fielding’s defense of the bounty sys-
tem. Amid cheers from the Conserva~
tive benches, he condemned bounties
as a practice of taking money from
one pocket to put it in another and
won applause also from one or two
Idberals as he proceeded in his op-
position to the bonus which, in the
words of Mr, Gladstone, he considered
the worst form of protection,

Mr, F. T. Congdon, of the Yukon made
@ vigorous speech in defense of the
Liberal policy. He declared himself
as in favor of absolute free trade with
the United States as the best possible
guarantee of amity between the re-
publican democracy to the south and
the monarchical democracy of the
north.

Mr. Paquet (Lislet) speaking advo-
cated the appointment of a French-
Canadian representative to the board
of mana.tement of the Intercolial

Railway.
The debate was continued by Messrs.

Turcotte, Arthurs, Thornton and
Sharpe. '

Hon. Wm. Paterson moved adjourn-
ment of the debate and the house ad-
journed at 11.20 p. m.

SCHOOL FIRE GAUSE PANIG

smoke Drives Glasses Back—Ahout Thirty
Leap Thirty Feet—Twe are
Injured.

TORONTO, Ont., Jan. 14.—Fire broke
out this morning at the foot of the

stairs leading from two upper rooms
and
there was a serious panic among the
children, resulting in the injury to two
boys. There are four rooms in the
school, two upstairs occupled by Miss
Stanbury and Miss Sloan, with their
classes. At 9.35 the principal op¥ned
the door leading to the corridor and
found the blaze coming from around
the cold air register. He sounded the
gong for fire drill, and his own class
and that from Miss McCoy’s room got
outside without any trouble.

Two classes from upstairs started all
right, but when part of the way down
stairs the smoke became so dense that
& panic ensued, and a great many
pipils rushed upstairs again. A num-
ber of people had gathered outsids,
and shouted for the children to jump.
Teachers prevented this, but later Miss
Stanbury held the children’s hands.
and allowed about a dozen to drop to
the ground, thirty feet below.

Miss Ward, caretaker, used a fire
extinguisher, and had the fire well
under control before the city firemen
arrived. Among those injured were a
boy named Paton Patterson, whose
spine is believed to be injured, and
Harold Taylor, whose leg is probably
broken.
