Rome, Sept. 20. — The Italian gov­
ernment has decided to gratify to the 
full the Neapolitan gamblers who rais­
ed a riot last week over the suspended 
payment of their winnings, a sum of 
$1,500,000 being distributed today. The 
government was not obliged to pay- 
more than $1,200,000.

The state revenue derived the 
lotteries averages $8,000.000. Accord­
ing to the rules of the game, the 
state is not bound to pay when the 
winnings exceed $1,2000.
