Apparently the polygot forces
facing the Germans, Austrians, Turks
and Bulgarians in a great semi-circle
sweeping from the Adriatic to the
Aegean have begun a general attack
with the object of forcing the enemy
to maintain his forces at full strength
and to prevent withdrawals to rein-
force the Teuton armies in France
and Belgium.

Bulgars Are Reserves.

Although the Bulgarians seem to
have lost their keenness for the war
and would be glad to grant what they
consider liberal terms of peace, there
recently have been intimatjons that
Bulgarian troops soon would reach
the western theatre of war in large
numbers. Indeed many of them are
already there constituting with Austro-
Hungarians a reserve army.
