SEE GRAVE DANGER IN MOVE

Believe Country Needs Increased
Military and Naval Strength for
Future Safety.

London, July 15—Nothing that the pres-
ent or any other British govermment has
ever done or proposed to do has stricken
the country wifh so much surprice as the
cabinet’s pian for the reorganization of the
army and the reduction of the navy, and
this right in the face of the opinioms of
the highesy mulitary and naval authorities
in the land. The disregard paid by the
government to the strong opinion express-
ed by Earl Roberts in the house of lords
on Tuesday is generally regarded as simply
amazing, and even ithe Liberal organs are
for the present mute.

Earl Roberts spoke most earnestly and
sadly about the inadequateness of the

wight be made upon it in case of war
with any great power, and, yet, in the face
of his pliading for the constant meinten-

men ready for immediate dispatch to any
part and for greater facilities for the train-
ing of the citizen soldiers and the enco ir-
agement of the volunteer movements, the
government, with its minister of war, Mr.
Haldane, as its mouthpiece—a man who
never associated with even a vclunteer
force—wamnits to raduce Britain’s much too
small army by eight battalions and throw
20,000 scldiers into the ranks of the unem-
ployed.

Earl Roberts said it was necessary to

“I atrongly urge,” he continued, ‘“the
recognition by the country..of the firat
duty of citizenship—namely, military train-
ing—in order that every able-bodied man
may be able to take his part in the de-
fence of the BEmpire in. the event of any
great mnational émergency. The lessons of
the late war seem to be completely forgot-
ten. No thought is given to the possihili-
ties of the future, and the one prevailing
idea seems to be to cut down military ex-
penses without reference to the increased
wesronsibilities and the largely augmented
revenue. I sometimes despair of the coun-
try ever becoming alive to. ' the
danger of the unpreparedness of the
present position until too late to prevent
some faital catastrophe, We must have a
well organizad reserve, an organization by
means of which highly trained men could
be rapidly turned out to replace the wast-
age of war.”

Dependence on Imports Demands
Power at Sea

HER COLONIAL EXPANSION

Success of Commeroial Policy
Depends on Force, Which She
Must Be Able to Apply.

Lendon, July 15.—An Englishman resi-
dent in Germany contributes to the Pall
Mall Gazette an interesting exposition of
the German welapolitik by a government
official of high standing, wiio @5 a poomin-
ent figure in the Pan-Germanic propagan-
da and an andent suppomter of the Kai-
ser’s naval scheme. He says:

“It is not the instinct of aggregation,
but stern mnecessity whidh ds forcing us
to become a sea power. More than a
quarter of our people are-already being
fed on imported cereals. Quite omesthird
of our maw foodstuffs comes from abroad.
About 75 per cent of our foreign trade
is borne on-the sea. If our coast were
blockaded we should, however powerful
our army, be forced into submission be-
cause millions of our people could be
driven to starvation. It is not too much
to admit that in case -of a stoppage of the
Atlantic expont trade in maw products
from the United States, German industries
would fall to the ground like a house built
of cands.

“It is our recognition of the ubter de-
pendence of German industry and even
the wvitality of the body politic upon the
volume of our imports, which has revolu-
tionized the German policy and forced
upon us the construation of-a great navy,
the second impulse being the acquirement
of colonies and a desire to expand across
the seas on economic and political lines.
If Germany cannot obtain either by com-
mercial treaty or political = power some
great termitory in reserve for the growing
population from which she can satisfy
the need of products grown din temperate
and trophical zones then she must artifi-
¢ially check the population and lower the
standanrd of living or resume ther former
humble place in the concent of powens.
Can you believe this will content us Ger-
mans of the twentieth century? ;

“The future is bzimful of danger tn
Geerman progress. Stretching over the
whale of Nonthern Asia we see the great
Russian empire barring the entry of Ger-
man goods, the selfsufficient American
continent, with unlimited economic possi-
bilities, threatening the European market,
and finally the’ confirmation of Chamber-
lainism in the self-contained British em-
pire in taxing all foreign trade and in ef-
fective oceupation of one-fifth of the en-
tire surface of the globe. So long as
Geermany can sell her industrial products
to those states -from wiich she peceives
such products in the raw she can thrnive
upon her rivals, but-what is to become
of her should Russian and American in-
dustry be directed to satisfy the home
market entirely, while a British Imperial
Customs Union shuts out her exponts?

“Tt is because she is ever looking ahead
that Germany is directing her etnex:gim
to develop her trade in those parts wiere
the greatest increase of trade has been
recently taking place, primarily Central
and South America and such Asian and
African empires as are still independent,
and the Balkans, and, secondarily, in the
colonies of those powers —that have not
shut us out by tariffs. All this demands
maritime power, for if we are not strong
enough at sea to keep open the corn trade
routes, or even dn certain circumstances
to put pressure upon ocrn-exporting coun-
tries, our national exivtence will be threa-
tened. :

“In epite of the radical Sociaiist fan-
atics the ultimate success of our oom-
mercial policy is dependent upon force,
and this forcé we mean to be in a pos:-|
i to exercise whenever our interests |
future welfare muwst de-
ility to obtain a firm hold
al termitory or to prevent ter-
eing appropriated by more power-

ountries. It was on this basis that
e acted in Morocco, but in the great |
sottlement whidh is to come Germany
can only act as a naval power.”

In conclusion, he affirmed that Ger-
many’s life enmemies were Great Britain
and the United States. Russia and Ger-
many, he said, must be in a position to
defy them. In order to do this she must
besides procuring some temperate colonies
and a navy to keep the trade route open,

(]himg:',:), IH., July 17—Following the re-
pont of the State Board of Health of
Massadhusetts on the results of the chem- -~
ical analysis and micriscopical examina-
tions to determime the varmous ingredients
of the so-called ‘‘potted” goods manufac- |
tured by the big Chicago packers, the
text of the first draft of the sensational |
report of the scientific experts appointed !
by the Illinois Manufacturers’ Associa- |
tion and the Chicago Commercial Club
has become public, and it shows clearly |
why the wcientists and lay members of |
the committee clashed with the result |
that the report was “doctored” before it .
was made public.

The Eastern men and the Western |
“specialists” found many things in com- |
mon, but their reponts were different— |
when made public. The “eminent speci- |
alists” were industrious, painstaking and |
successfully  thorough—that is, their {
“rough draft” or original report shows;i
them to have been; but after their “rough 1
draft” had been “roughihoused” in the |
joint committee of the Illinois Manufac- i
tupers ands Commercial Associations, it
was “materially softened.” The original |
draft by the university scientists contain-
ed the following:

The canned goods known as deviled or
potted ham, pectted chicken and potted
turkey are somewhat peculiar in their
compoeition. We learn that potted ham
fortunately does not contain any ham or,
in fact, any pork at all, but that it is pre-
pared from soraps of pickled meats which
are left over from chipped or corn beef,
and that it cnly cecasionally contains -pork
at all, while potted chicken contains
about 373 per cent. of chicken, 373 per
cent. of veal or pork, and 15 per cent. of
‘tripe and that the only difference De-
tween potted chicken and potted turkey
is to be found in the label.

Besides, all potted goods, including pot-
ted tongue, which may or may not be pre-
pared exclusively from the scraps of
tongue, contain a starcdh paste as a bind- |
er, used to the extent of up to 7 per cent. ;
We also learn that the ears and snouts |
of hogs are chopped up and utilized im
material for the’ potted goods. i .
