The D. A. R. steamer Yarmouth, which
ran ashore at Black’s Point on Monday
evening, floated with the high tide early
Tuesday morning and at 4 o’clock came
up and ‘tied up at the Ballast wharf.

The tide flowed in and out between her
plates as she lay -at the wharf Tuesday,
and at high tide she was submerged to her
saloon deck and rested on the bottom.
