| Directory describes Dorchester

Dorchester ard that Sort ¢f ‘L hing.

Drar  TrisuNe: Lovell's Dominion
as a
pleasantly situated village in a parish of
the same name, in the County of West-
morland. It is the shire town. * * *
Population 800.

Prior to the bu'lding of tire Intercolo-
nial Railway, Dorchester was a place of
considerable importance in comparison
with the position it occupics to-day.
It was here that the st:g: coaches, intl e
good old days of staging, some eighteen
years ago, made their half-way halt be-
tween Halifax and St. John. It was in
these good days, so long gone by, that
the writer last visited this delectable
spot. Railways were not in use.in the
Provinces at that time as they are to-day.
Hotels were conducted on different prin-
c'ples at that date than they are now,
“Hickman’s Hotel” was the ‘hub” in
Derchester, and there the weary traveller
could find a home; could get a squarc
meal and plenty of it; and, in a words
could be entertained in a manner worthy
of a city hotel of greater pretensions.
(Do not, dear reader, think the
writer is finding fault with the
hotels now open to the public in
this place, as this epistle will enlight-
en the reader.) Eighteen years ago the
‘“ Whitney Line” of steamers ran between
St. John and Dorehester, and it was no
luxir, to take a trip on these craft unless
your life was well insured and you were
anxious to leave a widow (if you were
ma ried) in good circumstances. Tle
accommodation in these steamers was
not of the best kind, nor was the biil of
fare a thing “ desirable to be got”—in
the language of the venerable News. And
now for the Dorchester of to-day.

Having business at the Shiretown, we
hastily donued our Sunday suit, hailed a
cab®and were soon at the Railway depot
a1d on board the train. To describe all
the sights and scenes. to report the many
good things that were said, and the plea.
sant incidents by the way, would entail a
demand on the TRIBUNE space that might
shut out these hastily prepared notes.
So we will waive everything worthy of
note until we reach that haven Jf rest
Dorchester.

We were surprised when the brakesman
called out lustily “Dorchester,” as the
time had passed quickly and pleasantly,
and our surprise was increased when we
saw a drab-colored two-storey building
a mile distant from the town. We knew
it was Dorchester. We had seen one
representative of the €handler family at
some Station'east of Moncton, another
at the latter place, and here were two
more of that prolifie, ubiquitous family,
aLd we were satisfied. We expected to
sce the residence of the Minister of Ma-
rine overlooking the Depot, but were
disappointed. We fanciel we saw the
elegaut, the stately mansion o Hon. E.
B. Chandler (who has made more money
from the building of the Intercolonig!
than any other man), and the fine view
0 be had therefrom, and here again we
were disappointed. To reach the hotel
it is necessary to drive along a piece of
low marsh land over which Saxby’s tide
washed some years ago. And when the
hotel, the old “Hickman Hotel,” now the
“Wilbur House,” is reached our memory
reverts to the days of staging which made
Derchester so famous. -

This place has been ealled the ¢ Devil's
Half Acre”—very appropriately named
when the size of the place and the amount
of iniquity that has been committed th ere
are taken into account. The old Court
House -that venerated structure—that
has stood the battle and the brecze for
more than half a eentury remains in
s atu uuo. A great ¢ffyrt has been made
to have a new bui’ding of stone crected
in place of the old wooden one, and the
Justices are to meet soon to decide the
matter. Those who are the confidants
of the noa progressive pirty in the
County alirm a stone Court House will
never grace the square of the Dorchester
court yard. If nothing can induce these
J. s to erect a building worthy of the
County ani its peaple can we not prevail
on sowme one to try an experiment with
lynamite and raze the old dilapidated
landmark to the ground. (This was sug-
gested to the writer by a good natured
lawyer who Langs out his shingle oppo-
sise the Court House.)

There is no end to the lawyers
in Dorchester.  Lawyers, lawyers, law-
yers’ clerks, ship owners, shipbuild-
ers, ship curpenters, constables and gen-
tlemen at large form a large portion of
tac population of Dorchester. This place
has turned ont many able lawyers—men
capable of holding their own in foreigu
as well as domestic courts. It was here
that A. L. Palmer, Esq., M. P., studied
law and first practiced his profession.
ere also the Hom A. J. Smith did like
wise, but leing a pettifogging turn of
mind and not having abilily to ¢ shine”in
courts outside of his native County, his
legal busiuess has been confined princi-
pally to Westmorland ¢ourts. Ilere like-
wise is Hon. E. B. Chandler, ex-Commis
sioner of the Intercolonial Railway, M. L.
C., Judge of Probates, &e., &c., &c. To
the latter oflice the old gentleman adheres
with that tenacity for avhich he is noted.
[t is believed his amiable son Joshua will
oe his successor a3 Judge when the old
gentleman decides on vacating that posi-
tion, to the duties of which he devotes
so little time. The geniai Oulton, the
social Hickman, the hard-working 1lan
ington, the deep-thinking Peck, the stu-
dious Wetmore, the indefatigable Landry,
with the aristocratic trio formerly men-
