Council managed to eliminate a $2,400 deficit from the spring
budget at the Wednesday night session. Although the balance
was attained only at the expense of several long-standing insti-
tutions, the final motion that the budget be accepted as amend-
ed showed a very slight margin of surplus. In viewing the mar-
gin, it was pointed out that it might be misleading, in that sev-
eral major issues had been shelved only, and would be re-consid-
ered at a time when the books showed it to be advisable.

Although all items on the budget came up for close scrutiny
those suffering major cuts were the Year Book, the Swim

Team, and Basketball budgets.

After having several suggestions
for possible cuts {urned down,
Stan Jobb sounded the keynote of
the long, windy session as he point-
ed out in his best dressing-room
vernacular: “You're cutting a bud-
get. . .

The Brunswickan had been nip-
ped for $130, $80 knocked off the
total for crests and awards and
the A.A.A. banquet suspended be-
fore the Council got around to Bud
Ballance and the Basketball bud-
get. Bud almost suffered a severe
setback after he had told of the
hostility of the American public on
the Calais trip, when Piet Van der
Meyden motioned that all trips
planned for across the border be
cut out. A Jobb - Van der Meyden-
Guntensperger bloc even investi-
gated the alottments of oranges
per player per game before the
budget, now whittled to something
over $1,260 was passed.

Council Splits Evenly

Pregident Rod MacLeod cast the
deciding ballot in favor of the mo-
tion and the swimmers left as a
man, plainly sulking, indicating an
“unsportsmanlike attitude.” The
question wag re-opened by Higgs
and Hay and the trip was awarded
to the team with the amendment
that it would be for one day and
not two. This cuit, in addition to
taking out the Halifax meet, was
a substantial one.

Prof. Taylor To
Attend International
Botanical Congress

Fredericton, jan. 21—It was an-
nounced at the University of New
Brunswick today that a high honour
had come to a member of the fae-
ulty, Prof. A. R. A. Taylor, assist-
ant professor of biology, who has
been invited to give a paper at the
seventh International Botenical
Congress. The congress will meet
in Stockholm, Sweden, from July
12-20 of this year.

Professor Taylor, who graduated
from the University of Toronto in
1943 and who has done postgrad-
uate work at that university, jein-
ed the University of New Brunswick
faculty in 1946. He has carried on
important research for the Fisher-
ies Research Beard of Canada.

The paper which Professor Tay-
lor will give to the International
Botanical Congress will deal with
the distribution. growth and ecol-
ogy of eel grass in Eastern Canada
waters. The paper wiil be based
largely on studies which have been
carried out at the Prince Hdward
Island Biological Station ati Eller-
slie, at various places ¢n the New
Brunswick east coast and at the
University of New Brunawick.
