Those planning to attend the fo-
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iHermie Abraham, one of the stu­
dents on the committee, explained 
the proposed format of the forum.

“We plan to have a panel of nine 
people, with one person for and one 
person against four of the key consti­
tutional issues, as well as one general 
constitutional expert to answer ques­
tions," Abraham said. The discus­
sion will begin with each of the panel 
members explaining their view of 
the proposed constitution amend­
ments in relation to their field of 
expertise.

Abraham said that the economy, 
native self-government, women, and 
language are the four key areas for 
which the panelists are being se­
lected. But she stressed that with the 
addition of a constitutional expert, 
the panel should be able to address 
any question about the constitution, 
including those about the division of 
powers and federal institutions. 
Abraham also said that all those at­
tending the forum will be encour­
aged to share their own views with 
the rest of those in attendance.
