The revocation of naturalization certificates is
provided for by Section 7 of the Act, and the revocation may be

made where the certificate has been obtained by false represent-

ation or fraud, or by concealment of material circumstances, or
where the person to whom the certificate was granted has shown
himself by act or speechto be disaffected or disloyal fo His
Majesty; has during any war in which His Ma jesty is engaged
unlawfully traded or communicated with the enemy; has, within
. five years of the date of the issue of the certificate,_servedx
a term of imprisonment; was not of good character at the date

of the grant of the certificate; has, since the date of the graht
of the certificate, been for a period of not less than seven
years ordinarily resident out of His liajesty's dominions other-
wise than a&s a representative of a British subject, firm, or
company, or remains, according to the law of a state at was
