According to the C. M. B. A, constitution,
any branch may be suspended or dissolved
for permitting members who are habitual
drunkards to remain in the branch. A mem-
ber guilty of habitual drunkenness, or enter-
ing the branch in astate of intoxication, shall
be dealt with according to tho ** Code of I’ro-
cedure.”

It is important that the law regarding this
matter should be strictly enforced. Our
members should not, however, forget that
Christian charity should at all times prevail
amongst ue, and before it is found necessary
to take severe measures with an offending
Brother everything possible should be done
in the way of advice and admonition to dis-
suade him from continuing a habit that will
surely lead to degredation and the ruin of
both body and soul. In all cases the Spirit-
ual Adviser should be notified, as his influ-
ence with an erring member may have a
most salutary effect.

small minority of the members of the C. M.
B. A. in that province; and whereas, such
action being a direct violation of the agree-
ment entered into with the Grand Council of
Canada : be it therefore

Resolved, That we the members of Branch
No 11 of the C. M. B. A. in Canadado con-
demn the tion of the Supreme Coun-
cil and urgently request the Grand
Council of Canada to retain the } apital
tax, and the same to be used indefraying the
extra expenses incurred in establishing the
Grand Council of Canada, and that a copy of
the above resolution be forwarded to our
Grand officers and published in the ofticial
organs of the C. M. B. A.in Canada; and
that all branches of the C. M. B. A. Can-
ada be and are hereby requested to imi-
lar resolutions, and by so doing prove to the
Grand Council officers that the members of
the (. M. B. A. in Canada are opposed to the
payment of the said per capital tax.

PARKHILL.

The second and third weeks of April ought to
be very long remembered by the Catholice
famlies of Parkhill, West Williams and Forest.
