EXPLANATORY AND PRACTICAL.

Verse 1, Behold. The prophet repre:
sents the Almighty as speaking in person
and introducing to mankind the Messiah-
prince. My servant. This refers to Christ,
though delivered four hundred years be-
fore his comng. 1. “ Christ comes as a
gervant, but as a servant of the King of
kings.” Whom I uphold. Representing
Jesus as under the special care of the
Most High.

THE BriTisH ARMY.—The total pre-
sent strength of the regular army is about
200,000 of which about half are absent
from Britian in India and the colonies.
