A Ge’rman Threat

LONDON, Dec. 1—A despatch to
the Wireless Press to-day from Stock-
‘holm, reports the issuancevof an. of-
ficial statement at Berlin regarding }
the acquisition of supplies, from En-.
tente sources by the Schndinavian |
countries and Holland.
