WEALTH AND IMPORTANCE  WITHOUT
CONFEDERATION.

Tux advoeates for Union, on the basis contained in the
Report of the Quebec Convention, are continually harp-
ing on the gdvantages which they say will result to the
Colonies in the event of the adoption of that Report.
In their ** mad efforts ™ to force the scheme uwpon the
people, they point to Federations, past and present, snd
make vain endeavors to draw arguments therefrom in

|favor of the cause which they advocste. They make
|frequent mention of the United States in particular, and
|endeavor to shew that their commercial greatuess is due
{to Confederation. In order to prove the erronconsness

of such assertions, and to give s few historical facts in
very few words, we subjoin an extract taken frem »
Colonial paper, and which has been kindly_ enclosed to
as by an attentive and intelligent correspdndent & Souris.
The writer, after combatting some silly stormes sdvanced
by Unionists, says :—
*One of those fond arguments, apd ofien repeated,
is, the growth of the United States in weslth and im-
ortance, and this he attributes to their Confedgration.
But any one acquainted with the history of the States
knows that previous to their onion, and whilst under the
