Courier Bays :—The number of boating and 
bathing fatalities during the last ten days is 
something appalling. In the Thames alone 
the fatalities have been so unusually numer­
ous that attention has been called to the fact 
that the majority of the drowned persons 
might have saved their lives had they been 
able to swim twenty or thirty yards. Pas­
sionately fond as all Englishmen are of the 
sea, the few ont of our large populations who 
know how to save their lives by swimming is 
so miserably small that the fact clings to us 
like a slur on our common sense. To coun­
tries with a narrow seaboard, an antipathy to 
water and its healthy amusements of boating 
Hid bathing among the mass of the people 
may be to some extent extenuated, but to the 
inhabitants of Great Britain, surrounded and 
cut up on all sides by seas, estuaries, and 
rivera, an ignorance of the art of swimming 
seems a reproach on every father of a family 
and on every lad who has reached the years 
of discretion.

The cirai ms tan ces of a brutal murder were 
investigated at the city coroner’s court at 
Liverpool on the 8th. The deceased waa a 
young woman named Rigby, who had said she 
waa married, but did not live with her hus­
band. On Monday night she was seen in an 
entry in Upper Frederick street in company 
with a coloured seaman named Deadone, who 
was heard to threaten that if she did not re­
turn a shilling he had given her he would 
“ knock it out of her.”

The season for salmon net fishing at the 
Tweed just closed has been the worst ever 
known, and the lesaeee of fisheries must be 
heavy losers in consequence of the unproduc­
tiveness of the river, as well as the low prices, 
which have been 4d. and 5d. per lb. less than 
those of last year. The scarcity of salmon 
and grilse has been most noticeable since July, 
from which time there should be a great in­
crease of these fish. Trout, although numer­
ous, were below the average. The rental of 
the river has this year fallen from £14,000 to 
£13,000. In the month of August the Ber­
wick Salmon Fishing Company were 9,000 
fish short of the catch for the same month 
last year. There is at present no disease in 
the river.

IRELAND.
A cruel outrage took place upon the farm 

of a man named Pool, at Old Ross. A horse 
had been terribly cut and houghed, and when 
found was almost dead. The cause of the 
outrage is said to be Pool’s refusal to sign a 
petition to Lord Carew, the landlord, tor a 
further reduction of rent, giving aa his reason 
for refusing, that “ the harvest waa too good 
to go begging. ”

A bailiff named Tuan, whilst attempting to 
serve ejectments at Ballykeveen, was met by 
a number of persons, by whom he wss knocked 
down and otherwise "severely treated. He 
attempted to escape, but waa knocked down 
again and robbed of his legal documenta, 
which were torn up, forced down hia throat, 
the man being made to swear he would never 
serve ejectments again.

Mr. James Cope, M.E., F.G.8., of Wolver­
hampton, died suddenly at hia residence in 
that town# on the 14th inst., at the age of 
seventy-nine. The deceased gentleman, who 
was born at Coeeley, held a high position in 
South Staffordshire a» a mining engineer, 
waa a member of the South Midland Institute 
of Mining Engineers, and some yean ago gave 
valuable evidence before the Royal Coal 
Commission as to the mineral stealth of the 
district.

A man named Joyce, living at Cranghwell, 
near Loughres, was employed in catting hay 
on a farm from which the tenant had lately 
been evicted, the property of Mr. J. Tangan 
Scarcely had he begun when two strange men 
sprang from behind a ditch, and placing two 
revolvers to his heed threatened to fire. He

The police have seized a large number of 
rifles addressed to a Lougfaroa dealer in fire­
arms.

(3) 
The formation of light railways as feeders to 
the main trunks with which Ireland ia already 
tolerably supplied- (4) Lastly, the develop­
ment of fishing industries by the construc­
tion of harbours and piere.

The Commissioners appointed to inquire 
into the working of the Irish Lands Act have 
issued a query sheet dealing with the subject 
under eight headings, the principal of which 
relates to Ulster tenant-right and tile sale and 
disposition of holdings outside Ulster. A 
good many of the questions touch the ac­
knowledgment by the landlord of a right of 
sale of interest at the expiration of a lease, 
and one of them pointedly inquire* how the 
section in the Act of 1870, which gives com­
pensation for disturbance*, has been effectual 
to prevent eviction ; also, whether this right 
to compensate has induced tenants to mort­
gage their holdings to secure borrowed money. 
In the chapter on rents, the question of 
whether they have increased since 1870 is 
raised, likewise what proportion they bear to 
the tenement valuation, nnd there is a query 
as to whether anything further can be done 
for the establishment of tenante aa o wners-in- 
fee. The Commissioners also inquire into the 
jwsability of a profitable reclamation of waste

Dxab Sib,—In reply to year's of the 16th 
nit., the larger part fit the property I hold 
came from a marriage about 250 years ago 
withaMiss Prendergast. My family came from 
Galway. Till my great grandfather, they 
were Roman Catholics snd too often rebels, 
Ireton, Cromwell’s brother-in-law, having 
hung Geoffrey Browne, and two of the 
family having been killed in the battle of 
Anghrim. My father represented Mayo for 
about twenty-seven years. He supported 
Roman Catholic emancipation. I have lived 
more than half my time in Ireland since I 
possessed any property. I have spent more 
money there, chiefly in the employment of the 
people, than I ever received from it Lady 
Oranmore has a Scotch property, which has 
ecjual claims on my residence. I never 
ejected but one tenant in twenty-six years, 
and when he got poor I supported him for 
many years.

I resist patriots who live on the folly and 
fears of the people ; I resist priestly govern­
ment ; and as these are the ruling powers in 
Ireland at present, I do not fed it an agree­
able residence.

I have no’ objection to your oommunicating 
this letter to Thi Mail if you think well 
It contains simple truth.

LOST BEYOND RECOVERY.
The Nachtillo Esquimaux, who had found a 
sealed tin box filled with books where the 
last survivors of the Franklin party are ' 
supposed to have finally perished, were inter­
viewed. These natives broke open the box 
and threw out the precious records, which 
were then either scattered or destroyed by 
the children. They Wso made known that 
one of Franklin’s stop* drifted down the 
Victoria Straits and was unwittingly scuttled 
by the Oakkjoolik Esquimaux, who found it 
near the island off Grant Point during the 
spring of 1849. At that time one man was 
dead in the steerage. Doling the same year 
a native saw

THE TRACKS or TOÜR WHITE MEN 
in the spring snows on the mainland. The 
expedition started from their base of opera­
tions with but one month’s rations of civilized 
food, and the white men of the party began 
living upon the fare of their Esquimaux 
assistants. The result has shown that it is 
feasible for white men to adapt themselves 
to the climate and life of the Esquimaux in 
prosecuting journeys in the Polar regions. 
A huge quantity of relics have been gathered 
to illustrate the last chapter of the history 
of Franklin’s expedition. They have also 
brought the remains of Lieut. John Irving, 
third officer of the Terror, which were iden­
tified by a prize medal found in his open 
grave. The party endured many hardship* 
and were threatened with starvation on their 
return to Hudson Bay, where an ample sup­
ply of provisions had been left with Capt. 
Barry, of the schooner Eothen, bnt Barry, 
for some unexplained cause, had left for 
home, carrying with him the much needed 
supplies.

New York, Sept. 24.—Die Herald pub- 
lishes a long narrative of Lieut. Schwatka’s 
Arctic ioterney. From the story of the natives 
it is believed that the officers and crews of 
the Erebus and Terror jmet a horrible fate. 
He old men and women 6f the Esquimaux 
tell the stray of those who were douMlese the 
last survivors of these vessels with a minute­
ness of detail which places their fate beyond 
doubt. Of what had become of their leader 
and of the large number who constituted the 
crews nothing could be discovered, only that 
a small party of officers, black about the 
mouth Hid with no flesh on their bones, were 
seen dragging a boat across the ice, and 
nothing more was seen of them until their 
skeletons were found under their boat and in 
a tent, a prey to wild beasts, and with evi­
dences that they had been driven to feed on 
their weaker companions before yielding to 
starvation and cold.

Captain Bony, who went northward with 
Lient Schwatka’s Franklin search party, re­
sides in this city. He denies the statement 
published yesterday to the effect that he had 
taken with him from Defos Island a consider­
able portion of the provisions belonging to 
Schwatka’s men.

BEIGN OF TERROR IN IRELAND.
Terrible Deeds of Blood in the Country 

Districts.
The Irish correspondent of the London 

Telegraph writes :—It is to uphold the land 
laws that eleven thousand police soldiers, 
armed with rifle snd bayonet, patrol the 
country from Malin Head to Cape Clear, and 
this fact—for fact it is, beyond question— 
should not cease to attract notice till its cause 
be discovered and, if possible, removed. The 
town in which I write has lately witnessed 
one of the most serious among recent agra­
rian crimes—a deliberately planned, coolly 
executed, and most foul murder. Yet a 
stranger coming to Ballinrobe would never 
suspect it of an outrage so enormous. The 
place is well built, as Irish towns go, and has 
a prosperous appearanoe. , Its situation, on a 
little river that flows into Lough Mask, may 
claim to rank as beautiful; the country
round includes some very large farms, 
and is well cultivated ; it is studded, 
moreover, with gentlemen's seats, and 
in many respects resembles a favoured 
English district.

An Australian Tragedy.
A tragic occurrence took place at the Opera 

House, Melbourne, on the evening of the 24th 
of July. Mr. J. J. Macgregor Greer shotihis 
wife and Monsieur A. L. Soudry, raie, of the 
members of the French Commission appointed 
in connection with the Melbourne Exhibition, 
and afterwards attempted to take his own 
life. The parties were fellow-passengers by 
the steamship Garonne, which arrived at 
Melbourne from Plymouth on the 18th July. 
It appears that during the voyage 
the conduct of M. Soudry and lira. ' 
Greer became the subject of general 
remark among the passengers, some of 
whom, it is stated, remonstrated with 
the lady. Mr. Greer’s jealousy was aroused, 
and on arriving in Melbourne he applied to 
Mr. Otto Berliner to assist him in obtaining a 
divorce. This .Mr. Berliner told him he 
could not do, but listened to Mr. Greer’s nar­
rative, and subsequently had an interview 
with Mrs. Greer, the result of which was 
that Mr. Berliner urgently advised Mr. Greer 
to send his wife home again to England. To 
this the lady strongly objected. After this 
interview it would seem that Mrs. Greer in­
duced her husband to take her to the opera, 
where, on the appearance late in the evening 
of M. Soudry, the tragedy occurred. Mr. 
and Mrs. Greer were seated in the dress circle 
when M. Soudry came up and spoke to 
them, and Mr. Greer, without uttering a 
word, drew a revolver and shot him 
in the head, the bullet entering the 
left cheek and passing out behind 
the ear. He then fired at nie wife, the shot 
taking effect below the right ear and coming 
out at the month. W third shot was fired at 
a friend of M. Soudry, which, however, 
missed its mark, and Mr. Greer then put the 
pistol to his own head and fired, the ballet 
penetrating to the be*r of the brain.

As a matter of couqse, 
he waa hated with an intensity which his mur­
der now enables us to gauge-; but he cared not 
a whit. I believe to attempt was made upon 
his life some years ago, and policemen were 
told off as a body guard. Did Feerick show 
himself grateful for the precaution ? In 
nowise. He so resented it, after his dare­
devil fashion, that one constable absolutely 
declined to attend him any longer because of 
the abuse he received for simply doing his 
diftjL Feerick was known to carry a re- 
volrer, and known also not to carry it always. 
He would come into Ballinrobe, leave the 
weapon at a shop, and call for it, or omit to 
do so, on his way home, as fancy prompted 
or forgetfulness ordained. But while thus 
heedless, a sure and terrible fate im­
pended. The agrarian Vehmgeacht had 
decreed his death, and the' 
out of the sentence was onlj* a ques­
tion of time. One summer day Feerick came 
into Ballinrobe as usual, transacted his busi­
ness, end started to walk the two miles be­
tween the town and home. In the full 
vigour of health tod yeuth, the su 
crossed the Httle river, turned to tht ri 
the barracks, and proceeded along the 
which is bounded on the right by a high wall, 
on the left by a lower wall, dividing it from 
cottages, meadows, and cultivated fields.

Determined to finish 
their work, the assasins turned the wounded 
mm on his back, whereupon, seeing he was 
not dead, one levelled his jpistol for a coup de 
grace. Feerick, with Ins arm, pushed it 
aside and received another wound in the 
hand.

Even with that he was not 
killed nor unconscious, but retained presence 
of mind enough to lie perfectly stm. The

Port wine is made in only one corner of 
Portugal ; agriculture is the chief occupation 
of the people elsewhere. But the fanning is 
still of a very primitive kind, and scarcely 
any advance has been made during the past 
1,400 years.

A special coin of the value of a franc was 
struck in Brussels this year. It has for 
device the profiles of the two Leopolds, and 
is intended to commemorate the fiftieth year 
of Belgian independence. It is not a medal, 
but a current coin of the realm.

Five Prussian officers of the general staff— 
the infantry, cavalry, artillery, and gendar­
merie respectively—have, with the sanction 
of the German Government and the War 
Office, accepted the invitation of the Sultan 
to enter his service for the purpose of attempt­
ing reforms in the Turkish army.

Mr. Blanchard Jerrold announces that the 
International Literary Association will hold 
its third Congress at Lisbon from the 28th to 
the 29th of next month. He says that the 
meeting will be under the direct patronage of 
that very able and scholarly monarch, the 
King of Portugal.

The new railway between Collonges, near 
Bellegrade, and Thmon, which places the 
French side of Lake Leman in direct commu­
nication with Paris and the south of France, 
is expected to prove very injurious to the 
commerce of Geneva, the traffic between 
Savoy and Fran<37 having heretofore been con­
ducted chiefly through thi. centre.

M. Lacroix has offered to lead an exploring 
expedition to Central Africa for the purpose 
of ablving the Ogowé problem, which was not 
entirely cleared up by M. Savorgnan de 
Brazza’s journey. It is thought by some 
that this river is connected with a large 
water-way across the centre of Africa, ex­
tending nearly to Lake Albert, on the other 
side of the continent.

The Government of San Domingo has pre­
sented to the Italian town of Pavia (ancient 
Padua, renowned for its seat of learning,) à 
handful of the supposed remains of Columbus, 
consisting of smalt fragments of bone and 
dust, indosed in a glass ball and sealed by the 
archbishop, whose secretary was the bearer of 
the relic. This inspiring curiosity has been 
deposited in the library of Pavia’s university.

In 1881 it will be three hundred years 
since Don Pedro Calderon de la Bares died in 
Madrid, and his countrymen are already pre­
paring to commemorate the event with suit­
able magnificence. There is to be a proces­
sion illustrative of Spanish art in the six­
teenth century, speeches and poems in honour 
of the poet, and finally one of his pieces is to 
be performed on a floating stage on the lake, 
or rattier pond, of the Bnen Retire.

Duelling has become so oommon of late in 
Paris that, unless a meeting has some very

cords show that no less than 141 duels have 
taken place since January 1st this year.

A little time ago sundry workmen em­
ployed in making a road to Zéa discovered, 
quite dose to the Bay of Zéa, some ancient 
walls. The Archaeological Society had a 
clearance made, and the excavations revealed 
that a theatre dominating the bay once stood 
at this spot. This theatre, the existence of 
which waa»4sserted by some travellers ami 
contested by others, is undoubtedly that of 
which ^Cenophon speaks (Hell, il, 4), and is 
quite distinct from the theatre of Munychia, 
the ruins of which are seen in the extreme 
distance at the north-east of the Bay of Zéa.

The marriage of the Rev. Auguste Laine, a 
priest of the Church of Rome, with Mme. 
Lochez, in Paris, has afforded Father 
Hyacinthe, who officiated, an opportunity of 
commenting on the marriage of priests. He 
said that this union marked a great advance 
as compared with his own marriage in 1870, 
when he had to obtain abroad the bare legal 
sanction denied him at home. He denounced 
the celibacy of the priesthood, and maintain­
ed that marriage no more degraded the priest 
or rendered him unfit to discharge his 
religious functions than it unfitted other pro­
fessional men. He had never known any 
priest too-holy to contract marriage, bnt he 
had found many that were unworthy to doeo.

THE MAGDALEN ISLANDS.
The Modern Grand Pre—Picturesque Scen­

ery—Myriads of Sea FowL
The Dominion Government is laying a 

cable to the Magdalen Archipefogo. It con­
sists of a group of ten islands situated in 'the 
very centre of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 
about 50 miles north of P. E. Island, 66 miles 
north-west of Cape Breton, 80 nlles south­
west of Newfoundland, snd 130 miles south­
east of Percé, in the county of Gaspé. Their 
names are : Amherst, Grindstone, Alright, 
Wolfe, Entry, Dead Man, Coffin, Grosse, 
Brian, and Bird Rock Islands. They stretch 
from north-east to south-east, a distance of 
about 60 miles from the Bird Rocks 
to Dead’s Man’s island, and altogether 
have an area of about 55,000 acres, 
and a population of nearly 5,000. The prin­
cipal and almost only inhabited islands are 
Amherst, 14 miles long and 4 wide ; Grind­
stone, 6 miles long and 5 wide ; Alright, 4 
miles long and 2 miles wide. The inhabi­
tants are, with few exceptions, Acadian 
French. The whole group is divided into 
four parishes, with an average of 150 families 
each, and each parish is famished 
with a commodious church, a presbytery, 
and a resident parish priest—the Rev. 
Mr. Herbert being at- House Harbour, 
Alright Island ; the Rev. Mr. Allard at 
L’Etang du Nord, Grindstone Island; Rev. C. 
Boudreanlt at Amherst, and the Rev. S. 
Bondreanlt at the Basin, to the western part 
of Amherst Island. At House Harbour there 
is a Convent School kept by four Sisters of the 
Congregation de Notre Dame. The scenery 
of the islands is grand and picturesque.! There 
you will find no rocky and muren wastes, but 
everywhere the eye is pleased with the sight 
of beautiful fields “covered with their mantle 
of green,” rich pastures, and fields of waving 
com. The hills and mountains are numerous, 
in shape almost perfect cones, varying in 
height from 400 to 700 feet, covered with 
grazing herds of horses, cattle, and sheep. 
The s<3e proprietor of the entire group is Ad­
miral Coffin, now residing in France. To him 
the settlers pay a rental of one franc 
for the land they cultivate. The 
are all engaged in fishing. The catching, cur­
ing, and exportation of fish is their only em­
ployment ; still the richness of the soil has, 
of iate years, induced many to divide then- 
attention between fishing and farming, so 
that farms of an ordinary size and appear­
ance are everywhere to be met with. 
Stock - raising is well attended to ; the 
rich pastures and abundant nay crops 
render this branch of indus^y very 
profitable. A good hay crop is cut year after 
year off the same piece of land without ex­
hausting in the least its wonderful fertility. : 
A stranger is everywhere struck with the 
politeness and hospitality of the natives ;
