PROFESSOR HENRY ADAMS in
kis Presidential Address to the Insti-
tete of Sanitary Engineers early in
1908, said:—“Gas fires for heating are
already widely adopted for offices,
consulting rooms where a fire may be
required at short notice. I have had
nothing else in my office for the last
thirty years and do not find any of
the ill effects that have been ascribed
to them.”

Gas fires are universally used by
Medical men in London, and they re-
commend them for use in the homes
of threir patients.

The Coal Smcke Abateinent Society,
among whose rmembers ar: many men
of high scientific and artistic attain-
rient, ar strong advocates of the use
cf gas for heating. The Society car-
ried out a most elaboratz series of
tests with gas fires, ete., in May and
June, 1906.

How thie Daylight Sav-
ing Bill is Regarded
in Germany.

What is a Philistine? Of at least
a hundred definitions the one whicl
pleases mie the best is, the Philistinc
say8 to every new and sensible pro-
posal, idiotic nonsense. He amuse:
himself over everyvthing and anything
that he has not been accustomed ic
see, hear, etc., opposes any alteratiox
in his common-place way of life;
finds evefything ahsurd that anyone
else does because it is different fron
what he does himself; is the moral
enemy of all progress, but enjoys it
when it has been carried through.
In Faust it is said “We are used tc
people despising what they do not un-
derstand,” and I am sure the idea of
an increase in the enjoyvment of the
sunlight by mankind, which is now
being seriously considered in Eng-
land, will at first be received with
laughter by the Philistines of all na-
tions. But this does not prevent the
same Philistines from enjoying the
advantages of the idea, forgétting the
author of it, and behaving with the
same indestructible philistinism

At the Next Opportunity.

Now for the facts of this case: A
member of the English House of Com-
mons, the very praiseworthy T. W.
Dobson, has brought in a Bill which
proposes that _on the third Sunday in
April all clocks in Great Britain shall
be put forward one hour, and back
again one hour on the third Sunday in
September. The gain in sunlight and
bright hours for wogk amounts to 154
hours in a year. Mr. Dobson said in
opposition to the Philistines, who are
naturally not lacking even in parlia-
ments, that he himself “at first con-
sidered the proposal .to be laughable,
absurd and impracticable.,” There is
more joy in heaven over one Philis-
tine who repents than over one man
of progress who has.not added to his
knowledge. Neither in public nor in
private life are there any insuperable
difficulties to be overcome. The Eng-
lish railway companies estiméate their
saving in lighting expenses at two mil
lion marks, and their savings in other
ways would be still greater. I am
sure that after a cosmopolitan philis-
tinism has laughed at it a little, the
law for. enriching the life of mankind
by an hour’s sunlight will penetrate
everywhere
Eventually Also Into Germany.

To bring this end a little nearer is
the object of these remarks. At pres-
ent who rules the time of our getting
up and going to bed? Simply the
cloek, and the customs fthat we regu-
late by it. The position of the sun
has as good as nothing to do with the
beginning and end of our day of work
and recreation.

If with the agreemient ‘ofthé German
Kingdoms, and- the approval of the
Reichstag, the’ clocks were put on-an
hour, from April 1st to Septembe
30th, no one would talk of it any more.
Even the Philistines would not under-
stand how the Government cotld have
been. stupid enough not to hit on this
arrangement years ago. It meeds no
decisive alterations in public life, the
houts of service for the Courts woul
remain the same, inland railway time-
tables will not be altered, hours of
work in manufacturies, mercantile
houses and banks, méal-times in fam-
ilies—they would all remain as they
are. . Only. the enormous ~difference
would be that work in summer would
begin an hour earlier by the sun, and
end at an earlier hour by the sun, so
that all men who work with their
minds or their hands, will énjoy an
hour more sunlight daily after their
work is done. Do not hold up against
me that one of the results would be
the shorténing of one’s night's rest by
an hour. Whoever géts up at 7 in-
stead of 8 will of their own accord
find the necessity of going to sleep an
hour earlier. Our whole conception
of daytimeé depends on our clocks.
Do you think that after the introduc-
tion of Summer Season Time every-
one will say in the evening when the
clock it at 10 or 11

“Really it is Not so Late, it is Only
9 or 10”2

That would be sheer nonsense, for
there is no such “really.” It is 10 or
Il because our clock and all other
clocks say so. Also you may depend
on it that the few lovers of night who
made use of this “really” would soon
be forced to learn, by the overwhelm-
ing power of everyone else, that 12
is 12 and nothing else. Our whole
private and public life in summer aft-
er the introduction of this reform,
will not only gain an hour’s sunlight,
but something invaluable in freshness.
For all adult workpeople the ad-
vance of the hour means an hour's
greater freshness in the morning and
an extra hour’s light in the afternoon.
Workers of all kinds and officials
would receive a whole hour more
daylight for recreation and the occu-
yations of family life. All this is so
incontrovertible, so simple, that one
must be a confirmed sceptic in order-to
liscover inguperable difficulties. No
Government is powerful enough to
! make a whole nation rise at seven in-
stead of eight in summer. No So-
siety however powerful would be
able
To Induce a Universal Movement

for early rising for increasing our €n-
joyment of the sunlight. But just one
short movement of the hands of our
clock suffices, in this world of appear-
ances to drive us earlier to bed and
sarlier out of it, and it will be all the
more certain the more universally this
movement is made. What annoys or
saddens me =a little about the whole
affair, apart from the envious feeling
that I did not think of the proposal
myself, is the regret that it did not at
least start in Germany. The English
supporters of this gain in sunshine,
nave -clearly shown their national
characteristics. An hour more day-
light in summer, means an hourvlonger
for sport in the open air. This con-
sideration will be so powerful in E_ng-
land, that it will overcome all objec-
tions, even in the Upper House_. tpc—
supporters of everything as it is.
When Englahd has once Stolen the
blessings of more sunlight, all other
countries will soon follow—From an
article in “Die-Woche” by Pr_ofessor
Dr. Eduard von Engel, of Berlin.
