to the divers was to find the key to 
the bullion room in the captain's cab­
in. Ultimately one of the divers man­
aged to get in the cabin, but the cur­
rent was so strong that twice he was 
washed out again before he succeeded 
in his object. Another of the divers 
got entangled in the wreckage, while

i several occasions the men were 
ooliged to let go their hold on the 
guide ropes, and trust to luck and the 
currents to reach the surface.

It Is the state of the wpter rather 
than the depth which has made the 
task of recovering the Oceana bullion 
so difficult, for it is by no means the 
greatest depth of water from which
treasure has been salved.

A
Sotpe years ago, for instance, $350,- 

000 was recovered from a Spanish ves­
sel, Alphonse XI., which had sunk off 
Point Gando, in the Grand Canary, in 
165 feet of water, while another case 
was that of the Skyro, which sank off 
Cape Finisterre in 186 feet of water, 
end from which $100,000 worth of bul­
lion was recovered sÿtne time after, 
dynamite having to he used in order to 
get at the gold. The dangerous na­
ture of the work in this case may be 
gathered from the fact that the deck 
had collapsed to within 18 inches of 
the cabin floor, and at the finish of the 
dynamite operations thp diver report­
ed that there was no part of the wreck 
standing higher than himself, except­
ing the engines and t^e main boilers; 
it was just a heap of scrap iron.

Among other instances of recovered 
sunken treasure might be mentioned 
the $250,000 worth of specie raided 
from the Hamilla Mitchell,,which sank 
in 150 feet of water nead" Shanghai. 
In these cases ttie great depth of the 
Water was an important consideration. 
The greater the depth at which a div­
er works, of course, the greater the 
pressure, which increases ’by 41-2! 
pounds (or every 10 feet. Those wot'it- 
ing on the 'wreck of the Oceana lab­
oured under a presure of, about 40 
pounds per square inch. In the other 
Instances mentioned the pressure was 
between 70 pounds and 80 pounds per 
square inch.

Perils of Treasure Salving Do Not 
Deter Adventurous Spirits.

Although the average person tweeds 
no telling that a diver caries his life 
in .his hands every time he descends 
beneath the waves, few realize the ar­
duousness of his work and the many 
difficulties he has to overcome, parti­
cularly when engaged in the task of 
recovering sunken treasure.

One of the greatest difficulties, for 
instance, which faced the staff of div­
ers working under Captain Young, 
who took charge of the .pperations for 
salving the three-quarters of a mil­
lion of specie which went down with 
the Oceana off Newhaven, were the 
currents which sweep round the 
wreck. “It is very bad water to work 
in." said Captain Young, during the 
course of an interview, and the 
strength of the currents is strikingly 
illustrated by the fact- that withii) a 
few hours of sinking the Oceana was 
carried nine miles from the spot.where 
she had struck
