Italy Joins Entente.
Since our issue on Saturday, Italy 

has declared war on Austria, and 
Germany on Italy, according to the 
Wolff News Bureau. It is only a 
matter of formality for a similar de­
claration between Italy and Turkey. 
Indeed it is reported in London that 
Italy has given her adherence to the 
agreement of the Entente Allies not 
to conclude a separate peace. More­
over, negotiations are going on with 
Roumania, which may line her army 
up with the Russians in the attack on 
Austria. Bulgaria is sore about the 
loss of territorial spoils which fol 
lowed the second Balkan war, when 
Servia and Greece obtained territory 
she respected, and which also led to 
the re-conquest of Adrianople by Tur­
key. If these difficulties can be sur­
mounted by other territorial re-ar­
rangements, it is not unlikely Bul­
garia would assist the Entente Allies 
in breaking Turkey in Europe. This 
would lead to a speedier reduction of 
the Dardanelles and Bosphorus and 
assist materially in the campaign of 
striking the Teutonic enemy through 
the most vulnerable spot, Austria. 
The stories of the past few weeks 
point to the Russian supremacy on 
the Black Sea, It is thought that this 
lias come about by the completion 
and putting into commission of the 
dreadnought Alexander III., which 
has been in the hands of an English 
firm in the Black Sea. The Alexan­
der III. has a displacement of 22,500 
tons. Her speed is 21 knots, and her 
armament include twelve 12-in. guns, 
twenty 5in., four 2!£-in, and four tor­
pedo tubes. With the armour plate 
of a super battleship she can stand 
more punishment than the Goeben 
could in her palmiest days, and her 
oftensive power is greater. In her 
twelve 12-in. she has a far greater 
destructive force than the ten 11.in. 
guns of the Goeben.

The German Reply to the American 
Note still hangs fire. It is now 
twelve days since Germany received 
the American Note. This is twice as 
long as President Wilson took from 
the time of the Lusitania Outrage to 
the despatch of his protest and de­
mand. No doubt the Italian crisis 
had much to do with the delay, and 
the attitude of Italy will influence its 
tenor. There is much speculation 
whether Germany will assume a sane 
attitude or whether her difficulties 
would reduce her to madness, des- 
paration and defiance.

FIFTY ITALIANS SHOT.

GENEVA, To-day.
A number of armored trains and 

aeroplanes arrived at Trent to-day 
from Innsbruck, the Austrians seem 
to fear an attack from Valtellina re­
gion. They are making all prepara­
tions. Skirmishes occurred to-day 
on the banks of the Isonzo River 
which flows into the Gulf of Trieste. 
An Austrian submarine probably 
from. Pola was seen off Venice this 
morning. Two German spies have 
been taken at Verona. The Austrian 
Emperor’s proclamation to his people 
recalling the victories over Italy fur­
ther inflamed the Italian feeling. 
Prince Von Buelow, German Ambas­
sador, is expected to reach Chiasso 
at 9.30 o’clock to-morrow morning. 
The Swiss Government has informed 
the authorities at the Canton of Ti­
cino that the Prussian and Bavarian 
diplomatic representatives at the Va­
tican will reside at the Episcopal Pal­
ace at Legano during the war. A 
crowd broke through the lines of 
troops around the Italian Embassy at 
Vienna and insulted the Italian Am­
bassador and members of his staff, 
but soldiers prevented the mob from 
entering the Embassy building. It 
is reported here that more than fifty 
Italians living at Trentino were shot 
yesterday as spies, because the rail- j 
road bridge at Meran was blown up. 
Italian troops on the frontier will be­
gin a* forward movement to-night.

ROUMANIA NEGOTIATING.

RUSSIANS’ PAPER UNIFORMS.
Russian and Japanese soldiers are 

now wearing clothes made of paper. 
“Kamiko,” as paper clothing is call 
ed in Japan, is made of the real Jap­
anese paper manufactured from mul­
berry bark. The paper has little 
“size” in it, and though soft and 
warm, a thin layer of silk wadding 
is placed between two sheets of the 
paper and the whole quilted. A 
company in Yokohama is supplying 
large quantities of paper shirts to the 
Russian army.
