The exact location could not be 
learned, but It is understood that 
property in the vicinity of Horton and 
Ridout streets had been bonded for 
that purpose.

The Cost.
It is expected that the whole cost of 

the plant and wells will be consider­
ably under $200,000. That will include 
fifteen wells, of which eleven are 
drilled at the present time.

The method of procedure Is not 
definitely known, but it was stated 
that the whole scheme will be placed 
for the consideration of the water 
commissioners when the fifteen wells 
are drilled.

Then Mr. Beck will either go ahead 
and turn a complete scheme over to 
the commissioners, or turn the ten­
ders and wells over to them for the 
actual cost.

The water commissioners are not 
saying much at thq present time. It 
is known that they are watching the

Beck wells very closely, and will have 
a report on them.

The Wells.
At the present time six of the wells 

are running. These include the new 
ones, and they are showing plenty of 
the best kind of water.

A test was made of the McGregor
