PRESBYTERIAN GEN. ASSEMBLY

ACH UNION PLAN

Gathering at Halifax Hears a Strong Appeal From Principal

Pairick in Favor of Union With Congregationalists
and Methodists and Sends On to Presbyteries.

Halifax, June 7.—"The assembly de-
clare their approval of the documents
agreed upon by the joint committee as
a basis upon which the church may
unite with the Methodist and Congre-
gational Churches, and they direct
that this resolution, along with the
above-mentioned documents, be trans-
mitted to presbyteries for their judg-
ment under the barrier act, instructing
presbytery clerks to report the deci-
sion arrived at to the clerks of the
general assembly not later than May
1, 1911, The assembly are of opinion
that in the event of the returns from
presbyteries warranting further steps
being taken in the direction of union,
the assembly of 1911 will proceed to
consult sessions and congregations re-
garding the whole matter.”

By a vote of 184 to 73 the general
assembly of the Presbyterian Church
today, in adopting the above resolu-
tion, took the first definite official step
ftn the direction of union with
the Methodist and Congregational
Churches in Canada. The resolution
was moved by Principal Patrick _o[
Winnipeg, chairman of the union
committee, and seconded by Lieult.-
Governor D. C. Fraser, of Halifax.

This Was Defeated.

The amendment of Principal Mac-
kay, of Vancouver, seconded by Rev.
R. G. MacBeth, of Paris, was:
