Toronto, Dec. 19. — There is consid­

erable unrest in the Canadian Order of 
Home Circles, which is making drastic 
changes In the assessment of members. 
Feeling was shown at a meting of To­
ronto Circle, No. 12, last night. A num­
ber of members expressed the opinion 
that they might just as well drop out 
now. They were strongly urged, how­
ever, to hand on until March, when the 
supreme lodge meets, and plans will 
be brought forward for putting the or­
ganization on a firmer basis.

One member, a woman, who has been 
paying in for many years, and is now 
receiving an expectancy fund of $50 a 
year, wept when she learned that this 
was likely to be discontinued. It is said 
members who have ben paying an as­
sessment of about $8 per year will in 
some cases be jumped as high as 
$38.40.

Inquiry at the head office here elicit­
ed the information that the rates must 
ge raised. The order has been in exist­
ence for 29 years and has some 20,000 
members scattered all over Canada. It 
is believed that their affairs have been 
well managed .but changing conditions 
compel a readjustment of rates.
