THE AGRICULTURAL COMMISSIGN'S REPORT.
The report of the Ontario: agricultural
commission, whichwds presented to the
legislature yesterday afternoon, is as \_'ulfi;
able as.it is voluminous. It is the best re-
port ever maderin Canada on the subject of
agriculture, and perhaps the best on any
subject. *The: commissioners, eighteen in
number, wer¢ nearly all practical farmérs
and they appear to have~entered upon and
carried through their work with great en-
thusiasm: And not only so, but the whole-
farming eommunit§ of the province appear
to have vied with them i1 the effort to  at-
tain_the objects of the commission. Evi-
dence of this is found in the readiness of
farmers, stock-raisers - and “finit:growers
to gwe evidence, and ~ in- the
fact® that statistical reports ~ were
received fr'ogl every township-in the prov-
ince savmg two.” The chief iabor of the
commission was performed by Mr, AVH.
Dymond, and the facts and information
gathered have been . classified”and sumniar-
.ized in a way gwhich greatly adds to their

report, which covers 560 pages, occupies
nearly the whole of the first volume, and
25,000 copies of it will Be printed fordis-
tribution among the leading farmers of the
country. The second volume is devoted to
the %oil, climate, topographical features,
cultiyable area and products of the province,
and the progress and conditien of husbandry
in it. This is presented in county groups;
and is accompanied with a separate map of
each county. The other four volumes con-
tain the evidence taken before the commis-
sion, and to those who desire the fullest
information on the subjects treated
they ~will be found invaluable, = But
the, -first volume is such an excellent
summary of the enquiry that little of im-
portance is to be learned after getting
through with it. The mass of faots and opin-
ions collected from practical men have been
miost carefully digested for popular use.
For this reason only 5,000 .copies of the ap-4
plendices have been prmted

Hon. Mr. Wood, who siiggested the ap-
pointment of this cammission in his report
to the legislature last year, deserves. there-
for the lastiug gratitude of ths farmers of
Ontario and of the-whole country.

THB UNITED STATES FUNDING BILL.

The funding bill has been carried through
the United States senate with two amend--
ments, One of these lengthens the time for
redeeming the bonds from five-ten to five-
twenty years, and the other increases the
allowance for expenses in preparing and
floating .the bonds from one-quarter to
one-half of one per cent.
