Varions “bogeys” and bag- 
bears were conjured up, all of pretentions 
form and feature, and each one apparently 
more threatening than another in rvap-ct 
nf the cons"i|uencei that would follow were 
the railway right divine interfered with in 
the slightest degree. There were two liner 
of objection; first, that a commission most 
necessarily work great Injustice to the rail­
ways; and next, that the work proposed for 
it would bo front impossible and impracti­
cable, so that trade could never be helped 
but only hindered by its futile attempts to 
do something.
