But the man is blind, and has been blind 
for nearly five years, so blind that he can 
only distinguish light from darkness and 
cannot in, the least make out form or color.
He is Marvin R. Clark, who although blind 
vet writes newspaper articles that are 
bought and printed and read, that com­
mand more attention than the efforts of 
hundreds of men who hover about the New 
York press.

For over thirty years Marvin Clark was 
^ J a newspaper man with as good a pair of 

eyes as any of them. He was reporter, 
copy roader, managing editor, in the very 
heart of the rush that surges about that 

■ - t.biisiest of places, the modern newspaper 
office. Then his sight began to fail. It 
was a gradual dimming, first a blur, that 
fades into a mere idea of colored form, into 
form without color, into the faintest of 
lights and shadows, into total darkness.

There were 33 fewer failures in the Do­

minion of Canada during the past three 
months than in a like period in 1892, the 
total being 526, against 559 last year; ag­
gregate liabilities have fallen off a trifle, 
amounting to $4,788,000, or 4 per cent, less 
than they were last year, while the decrease 
in the number of failures is 6 per cent. 
Total assets aggregate $2,407,105, or 10 per 
cent, more than in the like quarter last 
year, showing a relatively greater degree of 
solvency this year.

There were five fewer failures in the Pro­
vince of Ontario this year, but the liabili­
ties there are 19 per cent, larger than a 
year ago. In the Province of Quebec there 
are 15 fewer failures, with only about 10 
per cent, of the liabilities reported last 
year. Nova Scotia also returns fewer 
failures, with a marked reduction of lia­
bilities, while Manitoba reports only one 
failure more than last year with a slight 
increase in aggregate indebtedness; and the 
Northwest Territories one more last year, 
with a disproportionately large increase in 
liabilities. British Columbia reports a 
noteworthy reduction in the number of 
failures, but an increase in total debts.
