In the report you have just| heard read, the
directors have placed before ghe shareholders
what I think must be regardel as a clear and
intelligible statement of the trjinsactions of the
Company for the past year, afd of its financial
cono‘fﬂon at the close of 1893, |We have referred
to the experience of the Compahy in the past and
to our anticipations for its fdture, and briefly
alluded to the exceptional donditions which
have prevailed throughout tRe financial and
commercial world: but it may jot be inappropri-
ate for me to extend my observhtions somewhat
and call your attention for a feW moments to the

eneral experience of companids, duriog the try-
ng times through which we halze passed, in the
business in which we are engfzed. Insurance
has been called the hand-maidel: of commerce,
and it must be admitted that without the protec-
tion it offers the trade and|commerce of the
country would become parallzed. Upon the
security afforded by insurance [compaunies every
merchant and manufacturer fs largely depend-
ent, and upon this same protection our banks,
loan companies and other fingneial institutions
rely for immunity from the risk of loss by fire
and marine disaster; in_fact, upderwritars may
be regarded as endorsers,’ in a limited
sense, of almost @very cpmmercial and
financial transaction of the| business com-
munity, With these iotifnate relations
existing it might natarall be srl{)pomd
that insurance companies could not fail to be
affected in no slight degree by the disturbed
conditions prevailing in all bfanches of trade
duriog 1803, and a few extracts| from the state-
ments of the compauies, which | have been pub-
lisbed in Canada and the United States, wili af-
ford conclusive evidence tbat this has been the
case. The thirty-seven companies licanged by
the Dominion Government to do business in
Canada report total premium receipts for the
year of $6,740,058, and total losses of $4,970,206, a
ratio of losses to premium of 7334 per cent,, or
12 per cent, in‘excess of the average ratio of the
preced{pg six years; and in the United States,
althoug the total figures of all the
comnpanies  doing business  there  have
not yet been compiled, we find In
the report just issued by the New York State
Superintendeat of Insurance, unquestionable
evidence that the business of the country has
been done at a considerable loss to the com-
panies. This report embraces the statements of
one hundred and twenty-eight American and
forelgn companins doing fire and marine busi-
ness in the United States, and shows a shrinkage
of nearly $10,000,000 in the c¢ombined surplus
funds of these companies compared with that
which they had a year ago, due to the extra-
ordinary losses of the past year and to the
decline in the market value of many of their
assets.

Turning from these figures to our own experi-
ence we find that our loss ratio Ia Canada is near-
ly ten per cent. below the average of the com-
paunies as a whole, and that in the United States
we compare favorably with the American and
foreign companies doing business thers, I feel,
thdrefore, that 1 may sum uK the result of our
year's buginess by sayiog that, comparatively
speaking, we regard it as a favorable one when
we consider the general experience as demon-
strated by the figures I have quoted.

In presenting the last annual report to the
shareholders a year ago I pointed out that in the
Erccadinz twenty ~seven years during which I

ad the honor of occupying & sest at this board,
we had, notwithstanding the adverse experience
of several yéars in which expenditure exceeded
income, been able, out of the earnings of the
business, to pay $1,015,000 in dividends to share-

which are likely to oceur in any one year, Never-
theless the history of fire insurance shows—and
our own records confirm this—that. potwith-
standing the fact that we occasionally meet
years which are liable to upset our calculations
as to rates which should yield a profit, if we take
a period (say of flve to ten years) sufficient to
equalize fluctuations such as I have referred to,
we find that the premiums are sufficient to yield
after payiong
all ~ losses expenses. Further, we
believe that  the present  rates of
rn-mium, speaking generally, are such as are

ikely to prove remunerative, and that with these
maintained, as they doubrless wtil bw, and a re-
turn to anythiog like a normsl fire record com-
panies will be reimbursed for the losses of 1803,
and I am glad to be in a position to _say that dur-
ing the past few months losses have steadily
diminished and that thus far in the present year
we have nothing to complain of in this respect.
Our confldence in the future is also largely based
upon the present strong financial condition of
the company, possessing as it does assets of up-
wards of $2,400,000, which must continue to com-
mand for it a liberal share of the best business of
this continent,

FRANCHISE HUNTERS DON'T RUN
THR CITY AS YET,

Discussing Municipal Reforms—A Supply
of Pure Water Required at Onece,
says Medionl Health Officer Sheard—
Advertising Toronto as a Summer Re-
sort—Metropolitan Church Grounds to
Be Thrown Open,

The franchise hunters made a big effort
yeosterday afternoon to do something. It
isdifficult to say what -their intentions
were, as they had no opportunity to make
them known, thanks to Ald. Sheppard and
Lamb.

When the Works Committee met on
Tuesday it passed a resolution in reference
to the $60,000,000 canal. The City En-
gineer and Solicitor were instructed to
draw up a’‘draft agreement and insert such
clauses as would Ee necessary to protect
the city’s interests, The committee ad-
journed to meet on Friday.

Owing to = letter received from Messrs.
Caswell and Keating stating that . they
could not have the agreement ready in
time, Chairman Lamb cailed off the meet-
ing. This did not suit the franchise hnat-
ers, The signal fires were lighted, and
they all assembled in the Executive cham-
ber. They came from all quarters of the
city. Among them were Peter Ryan, re-
gistrar; Alfred Jury, tailor; E. A. Macdon-
ald, capitalist, and his two brothers. The
members of the Works Committee hovering
around were Ald, Hewitt, Murray, Bates,
who have always worked hard to protect
the $60,000,000 canal company from being
robbed of its millions' by the city.
Ald. Gowanlock and Sheppard also came
n.

As Ald. Lamb was not present, Ald.
Sheppard was appointed a committee of
one to hunt up the chairman. He saw Ald.
Lamb, who stated that the meeting had
been called off. Ald. Sheppard procured
the letter sent by the Solicitor and En-
gineer, which he offeredl to read to the
aldermen. Mr. Macdonald insisted on the
board holding & meeting. Ald. Murray
was moved into the chair by Ald. Hewitt
and Gowanlock. Ald. Maurray accepted
the honor and took the chair at the head of
the table. A broad smile stole over the
faces of the franchise hunters,
but they smiled too soon. They commenced
business by abusing Ald. Lamb, who was
not present to defend himself. Ald. Hew-
itt, Gowanlock, Murray and the franchise
hunter all gave the absent one a crack
below the belt, and went so far as to say he
should be deposed from the chairmanship.

Ald. Sheppard could not stand this. He
satd Macdonald had no right to isterfere
and the committee hud no right to discuss
the canal .question in the face of the city
officials’ letter. ;

Much to the disgust of the chpitalists
and their aldermanic friends hé left his
chair, breaking up the quorum.
The band of philanthropists with gloomy
faces floated out of the City Hall,
Discussed Manicipal Reforms,
The Executive Committee met yesterday
afternoon to hear deputations from the
Board of Trade, Ratepayers’ Association
and Trades and Labor Council in reference
to the proposed municipal reforms.
Only Dr. Barrick and D. M. Defoe put in
an appearance, The committee listened to
what they had to say in support of the
reforms. The discussion which followed
was similar to that which has been pub-
lished several times.
