MemeHis, Tenn., July 9.—The strike in
Memphis is practically a thing of the past.
Yesterday unearly every passengsr train
went out on time and to-day it is expected
there will be no interruptions,
WasHINgTON, July 9.—At the White
Housdand at the War Department there
was a general feeling to-day that the back-
bone of the strike had been badly shattered
by the developments of the past 48 hours.
Cuicaco, July 9.—Wabash trains were
deiayed in reaching this city to-day, and
finallv came in on the Fott Wayne  tracks.
This was necessary because a bridge at
Clark Station had been burned during the
night. It was a small affair. Rioters are
supposed to have fired it. :

President Egan of the General Managers’
Association said that every road in Chicago,
withouv exception, was moving passenger
trains, and most of them on time. Several
freight trains departed this morning.

The General Superintendent of the Illi-
nois Central Road posted a notice yester-
day announcing that all freight handlers
who did not return to work by 10 o’clock
this morning would be discharged. Enough
returned to enable the road to resume its
freight business, and five freight trains hud
been sent out up to noon to-day. About
one-third of the firemen who have struck
have returned to work. The passenger
service of the road has been resumed in full.
Very little freight is offered. A few Ireight
traing have been moved with tréops as
guards. In the southern districts there is
less destructionof carsandrailroad property,
and the mobs are cautious about attacking
trains. As the fight stands the prospect
for doing business and defeating thestrikers
is better than at any time since serious
trouble began.

The northwestern roads are working
without trouble and moving freight freely.
The Northwestern roads have run freight
trains s.nce Saturday afternoon. The St.
Paul system is in better shape and the
Alton men have gone back to work. A few
of the roads opened their freight houses
this morning, but others are waiting to see
how the leaders get along before starting.

THESE WILL NOT STRIKE.

Ohio Men Reafuse to Obey. Dictator Deb.*
Orders.

MassiLLoN, Ohio, July 9. — President
Debs of the A.R.U. has ordered out the
men on the Wheeling and Lake Erie Rail-
way. Sunday night the local lodges met
and refused to obey Debs’ order to strike.

WicHiTA, Kan., Juiy 9. —At a meeting of
Missouri Pacific conductors the following
resolution was adopted: ‘“That we as con-
ductors of El Dorado Division- No. 338 of
railway conductors still remain loyal to the
company and abide by our contrace.”

No strike Will 3¢ Ordered at Juftalo,
BurFaLo, July 9.—President Malican of
the local branch of the A.R.U. -was seen by
a reporter this evening und in reply to in-
quiries as Lo the prospects ot an immediate
strike here said:

““As far as I am concerned I shall not
order any strike at present. The situation
does not warrant a strike here, in my opin-
{ ion.”

-r JDebs® Orders Don’t Go At Fort Worth,

Darvras, July 9.—Santa Fe switchmen
struck this mornirg at Galveston and at
noon here. At 1.45 striking switchmen
uncoupled a Pullman from a traiun, but no
union men came to the front and the train
was delayed but 30 minutes.

Employes on railroads entering Fort
Worth have held several meetings and vot-
| ed not to go out on Debs’ order. This is im-
portant, as nearly all roads centre there.

EVERY UNION MAN TO BTRIKE.

100,000 to Go Out Unless a Settlement Is
Reached To-Day,

CHicaco, July 9.—The meeting of trades
| delegates at 4 o’clock this morning decided
that unless the strike is settled by 4 p.m.
| Tuesday all labor unions and trades organi-
| zations in the city will strike. This in-
ciudes all classes of labor. A committee
has been appointed to act with Mayor
Hopkins in an attempt to settle the strike.
This failing, the strike, which will
begin in Chicago among the trades unions,
will spread to all cities in the United States.
A settlement is not looked for, and it is
believed by all that the strike will become
effective Wednesday morning, as provided
for. It will result in a complete paralysis
of business in Chicago and other large
cities, and is expected to spread rapidly to
all points, Over 100,000 stand ready to
respond to the first call Wednesday.

It is now definitely settled that unless
Mayor Hopkins can bring about a satisfac-
tory meeting between the strikers and the
railroad and Pullman representatives every
workingman in the country will be prt;- |
vailed upon to strike. |
The Knights Are- Watching and Walting. |

determined to delay the order for a strike
ot his order until Wednesday. He said:
“I make this postponement to await the
outcome of the ‘fight among Chicago’s
yrades unions.

The decision to strike was come to at &
meeting of Lake Shore employes lats last
night. The men were exceedingly hopeful.
They said there was no chance of failure.
The general teeling was that the evening
will witness Iawlessness at the junction,
and the Toledo militia, fresh from a long
campaign in the coal districts, were expect-
ing a call. On the other roads the switch-
men and yardmen were all ont with ‘the ex-
ception of the Pennsylvania. Oa the Ann
Arbor road the men were anxious to geb
revenge for the loss of the enginder’s strike
of a year ago.

All Freights Tied Up.

CuarLESTOWN, W.Va., July 9.—All
freight trains were tied up on the Kaoa-
waha and Michigan Railroad in this city
to-day and nothing but passengers and mails
were allowed to go out.

C1EVELAND, Onio, July 9.—No attempt
was madé this morning to move freight in
the Cleveland yards. A committee up-
pointed by the employes<of the Big Four
waited on Superintendent Higgins to-day
and presented a list of grievances. A de-
mand is made for the restoration of a 10 per
cent. cut made last fall.

POLICY SHOPS ARE LEGAL,

Decision in the Welland Gambling-Room
Cases,

WELLAND, Ont., July 9.—The statement
to the effect that the decision in the Queen
v. Whitman case, quashing the indictment
of the grand jury, ended a pool-room case is
very incorrect. The grand ‘jory found a
true bill against Whitman for condueting a
common gaming-room, but tha court aeci ed
that as the gambling was not done in Can-
ada, and the place was not frequented
by persons playing games, the indictment
would not hold.

Literally, it is a policy shop, not a pool
room, and it was simply a removal of the
lottery headquarters of Western New York
from Buffalo to Fort Erie,where this decision
permits the conducting of operations under
tho sanction of British law.
