BRITISH NAVAV, ESTIMATES,
A Hundred Million WDollars Has Been
Spent Under the Naval Defence Act.

London, March 12.—The debate on the
naval estimates was opeped in the House
of Commons by Edmund/Robertson, Civil
Lord of  the '‘Admiraity. Referring to
the fact that the Naval Defence Act
would expire in 1895, Mr. Robertson said
the expenditures under that Act had been
££2,241,000, -which had added to the
strength of the navy 70 ships, all of
whieh were In service or ready to be put
into service. He congraktulated the
House upon the result. He then gave
the details of the new program, which
include works at Gibraltar, Dover, Port-
land and Hong-Kong, the aggregate cost
of which will be £8,700,000. To meet
this expenditure, he said, it was pro-
posed to raise loans, payable by ter-
minal annuities, extending 80 years.

A. J. Balfour made his re-appearance in
the House, having recovered from his ill
ness, and was loudly cheered.

It is charged thai his
property was insured, far in excess of its
value. ;

Waupun, Wis., March 12.—One man
was fatally injured, five seriously hurt,
and $40,000 worth of property destroy-
ed by fire early this morning in the busi-
ness portion of the town.

BLODDY RIOF IN NEW ORLEANS

NEGRORS €RHOT DOWN BY A MOB
OF WHITES.

As the Men Went to Work in the Morning
the Mob Opened Fire From Behind
Cars and Plles of Freight—Five Killed
and Several Wounded.

New Orleans, March 12. — Another
bloody riot occurred along the levee this
morning. Three men were killed® out-
right, while a number were wounded.

The killing was done by a mob of
white men, numbering about 200, who
were armed with pistols and Winches-
ters. . The negroes were about to begin
work on the steamer Engineer lying at
that point, when the white men ap-
proached from alJl directions. All were
armed and many took positions behind
box cars and poured volley upon volley
into the negroes. The negroes were Ziven
no quartér, and were shot down like
dogs, several innoeent persons also suf-
fering. Among those killed was Jules
Clice Carabee, a shoemaker, who hap-
pened to be in the vicinity. James Bane,
the purser of the Engineer, was standing
on the levee near his ship when the at-
tack was made, and he received four
wounds, three in the head and another
fi-the arm. He was fired upon by sev-
#ral ‘men, who aimed over the heads of
‘@tee policemen, who were knecling be-
#d some freight just on the edge of
’gﬁa‘ wharf. His wounde may, prove fatal.

‘The Shooting Pre-Arranged.

Pthis alforded the whites an excellent
chance to- do their bloody work.
At the time there were only six police-
men on the scene, and there were no
arrests made, as the police were as bad-
ly frightened as th enegroes. The riot-
ers were composed of two parties. Cor-
poral Devanney, who was in charge of
the handful of policemen, ordered the
mob to disperse, but no attention was
-piid o him, and the mob grew larger
ev@; minute. Suddenly a ‘shot was fir-

A7 “Fhis had a startling effect on the
men. Phe first report was followed by
five o six shots, and then the firing
became” general.

The smoke and the fog combined made
the scene almost as dark as night. The
n2groes were on board the ship, and had
just rajsed the tarpaulin off hatch No.
2 when the attack was made. They
were taken completely by surprise, and
their cries were pitiful. Many sought
refuge aboard the ship, while some ran
down the wharf and made their escape.
One negro, it is stated, jumped under
the whard., It is impossible to estimate
the number of shots fired, put it is said
that there were about 200. After the
shooting the men hurried off as fast as
they had come. The mob fired reckless-
ly on all sides, not caring whom they
shot, After the departure of the riot-
ers a large number of police cleared the
wharf of the large crowds which had
gathered.

It was known that manly men had been
wounded and several killed, and a séarch
was made for these persons by the police
and others. Carabee was found on the
Banquette, blood was gushing from:= a
terrible wound in the head and the was
dead. No one seemed to know how or
where he was shot. Sergeamt Hevron
had the bodies oi two negyoes sent to
the Morgue in the patrol “wagon. One
was found ou the levee dead, lying ina
pool of blood, which came from & large
wound in his head. The negro was run-
ning from the scene of the shooting. The
other body was found some distance
‘away from the =first.. The: man had
crawled under an elevated tank
three died, }

Not Givéh a Chance for Life.

Purser Bane was not given afchance
for his life, He was on the whirf at-
tending to business, when the white men
appeared. He was about to go aboard
the vessel for safety, when he was fired
on, Three policemen were-immediately
in front of Mr.- Bane, and i, théy knelt
down and seemed terror-stricken. One
man shoved the barrel of a pistol in
close proximity to Mr. Bane’s head and
fired, and the purser fell bleeding.

Capt. Wood 0? the Enginger had just
arisen when the shooting occurred, and
saw most of the conflict; He sayes that
there was firing from all sides and the
scene was like a battiefield.

The negroes fired uwpon were in ‘the
employ of Stevedore Geddes of the Har-
rison line steAmersi The wharf at this
point is almost totally covered with
freight, and nearby' are a number of box
cars.' The majority of the men in the
mob concealed themselves behind these
obstructions,

rendered insensible by some person or
persons unknown,
