Old prejudices against us, arising ina
great measuro from the peculiar situations in
which many wero placed at home, are fust dying
away; and the last journey of the Lord Bishop
through tho Mission scems to have aided much
in loosing the prejudico of dissenters. Iiis
kinduess and affubility towards all have divested
the minds of many from the idea so prevalent in
the back townships, that pride and srrogance
are the general accompaniments of the Episcopal
office.
