‘which had incidentally commenced on Saturday,
the 12th, having been rencwed, Mr. Lewis, from
‘Cumberland, proposed the following resolution:—

¢ Resolved,—As the opinion of the commit-
tee, that the principles and policy of the present
Administration, as explained by the members of
‘the Government, are satisfactory, and if adhered
to will entitle it to the approbation and support of
the Legislature and people of Nova Seotia.”? It
was supported by the Speaicer, Hon. Messrs.
‘Uniacke and Young, hlesérs.Chipman, S. B. Chip-
‘man, McLellan and others, on the ground that
the peculiar situation of the governn.ent rendered
an ezpression of the opinion of the House neces-
‘gary ; and opposed by Mr. Huntingdon on the
ground that the government had declured no line
of policy, that the resolution would justify the go-
vernment in passing over theCasual &nd Territorial

tevenue, and that it would be an approval of a
Coalition Administration ; by Messrs. Holmes
and Marshall, who disapproved of the principles
of the governmeat ; and by Mr. Henry who con-
tended that the resolution had a prospective bear-
ing, and he would not pledge himself to any
gature course of action.

' Feb. 16th.—The debate on Mr. Lewis’s reso-
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lution was concladed. The arguments of the
preceding doys were reviewed by the various
speakers. Mr. Huntington, though firm in his in-
tention to vote nguinst the resolution, would not
embarrass the government by any useless opposi-
tton. The questivn having been called for, and
put, a majority appeared in favour of it.
