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Government have for many vears exploited the mountains of
the Western States no such books as either of these have been
published on the flora of these mountains. a fact sufficient in
itself to show that they do not offer the attraction to the tourist
and Nature lover that our Canadian mountains do. These
books and the work of the Canadian Alpine Club will do more
to attract strangers to our mountains during the next five
vears than anything else will. It is to the credit of the Can: wdian
Government and the meh in Pacific Railway Company that
this is not only appreciated by them but that their appreciation
has been shown in a practi \.xl way by affording everv possible
assistance to the authors of h(‘\‘x books and to the officers of
the .\liliﬂ(‘ Club 1n the prosec tion of their work.

Miss Farr’s “Catalogue,” as has already been said, is the
natural complement of both of the books referred to above.
But it is something more than a Catalogue. Like Macoun’s
“Catalogue of Canadian Plants” which gives the general dis-
tribution of all the species of flowe Ting plants which were known
to occur in Canada at the time of its public .mm and also the
particular localities at which rare Xnuu\ h: been collected,
Miss Farr mentions a locali tv in either the I\ll<'t\1( s or Selkirks,
or both, at which each \}ml( s may be found, which makes it
;ms.\i}\lc- for one who has only a part of one season to spend in
the mountains to collect most Hf the Spe 1es known to occur
there. The “Catalogue” is also a i t1 allv complete list of
the plants of se parts of the Rockies and Selkirks that it
