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Adam’s ponalty and its suspension, but God’s
goodness in his case did not lead them to ropon-
tance, and like thoso that despised Moses' law thoy
wore punished by a death without mercy.

Lot us horo contrast tho description of the fall [

given by the advocates of opititual death with the
Biblo record. ¢“The penalty,” says ono, is, ‘“‘/le
drives man from his presence and hides Lis fuce from
him,” (Living Pulpit, pp. 422.) Nothing to be
svon in such a description but a God of inflexible
vengeance. Nothingin the fallon buthopeless ruin.

Turn from this and seo the Holy One like a
grioved Fathor calling to him his fallen, naked and
frightened children, asking them what they had
done and hearing cach one rolling the blamo on
another till it settlel on the serpent. In thoir
presonco ho pronounces the serpont’'s doom., e
had beguiled Eve, but a Son of Ilve would thence-
forth meot him at every point until the doy of
deadly combat, when, with only a heel bruised, he
would bruise the sorpent’s head. Ive, instead of
being driven from God’s presenco, hears and be-
lioves tho joyful news, and at Cain’s birth piously
oxclaims :  “I have gotten a man from the Lord,”
and a. ough disappointed in Cain's lifo and in
Abel’s death she still remembored the Lord’s
prowiso, 80 that when Seth was born she joyfully
oxclaims :  “The Lord hath appointed me another
seed instead of Abel whom Cainslew.” Gen iv. 25.
Reading this history kindles love and inspires hope,
and with the poet wo sing :

“He saw mo ruined in the fall
Yet loved mo notwithstanding all.”

Let us hear what God said would happen each of
thom in the interim while the death penalty was
suspended. Ho tells Eve and then tells Adam,
closing with these words: In tho sweat of thy
face shalt thou eat bread till thou retura unto the
ground, for out of it wast thou taken; for dust
thou art and to dust shalt thou roturn. This,
then, was to be Adam’s lot TIrL tll when?
Till the respite was out and the law’s penalty was

executed till he returned unto the dust,

How anything could be made plainer in so brief
o history 1 cannot cunceive, Before man sinned
and fell the Lord said : “Dying thow shalt die.”
Immediately after he had sinned and fallen the
Lord rehearsed the sentenco in these words: To
DUST SHALT THOU RETURXN, and told each one what
would happen each till the penalty was executed.

But I must conclude. Should any think that
thir is a matter of little Importance one way or
the other let them juet consider this: If oneis
allowed to spivitualize a word in the Bible that
comes in his way then another can dv so with
another word aud the Bible censes to be a guide,
for although it says one thing it may mean some-
thing else, and each would be at liberty to make it
mean what suited him best,

I can sympathize with anyone who has long held
an error, for it is 8o very hard to give it up, but
when it is done the gain is infinitely greater than
tho sacrifice. NMMay ths good Lord be our guide.

4, that if we designata
ourselves by human names we aro thorefor carnat
and cause divisions 1 and does he not tell us in the
eight chaptor of Romans ‘‘that to be carnally
minded is death 1’ ‘“But there is nothing in a
name, thuy are not essential to our salvation.” So
much the worse to make that which is non-essential
the cause of division and thus destroy the unity of
God's children, the most essential principle of
Christianity. We must all admit that were it not
for the human names many of God’s children, who
are now separated, wonld be ono. No indeed. 1
could not sanctien the very thing that is now
dividing God's people by accepting a human name.
To do this is to overthrow the very priuciplo for
which we are pleading, i, e., the unity of all of
God’s children.

Tho Ilalifax church is atill holdizg the fort.
They have a lurger number of good-minded dis-
ciples than we over saw in the city. Last Sunday
there were about 40 persons in the morning service
and about 5O in the oveuing. If they aro like
Nehemiah and his men, who ¢‘had a mind to work,”
wo ghall seo a successful church in this city.

The fact that it has a gold handle neither
adds to or detracts from its valuo if it turns the
ccrow. Tho design of the church is the salvation
of the world, and the value of it is seen in its pros-
perity in the work of saving others. The best
church is the one that is best fulfilling its great
design.
