Paris, April 30.—The firsh day’s debate on
the Conseil d' Etat has resulted very muoh as
might have been expeoted. M. Target’s
amendment in favour of keeping the Provision-
al Commission which now fulfils the functions
of this body was defeated by a large majority,
owing principally to M. (ambetta anoouncing
on behaif of those members of the Left with
whom he acts—one would be curious te know
how many they arc—that he would support the
Government. This is the fist time that M.
Gambetta has spoken as the leader of 2 party,
and althongh he enly spoke 2 few words, and
these were in the sensc of supporting « project
most despotic and anti-Republican in its char-
acter, still it is a certain sign of’ progress that
auy number of men showld econscut to follow
another man, even in the wrong direction, who
assumes to lead them, M. Gumubetts has
taken a whele year to make a Parliumentary
move of any sort, and we must not be too hard
upon him if Dhis first attempt is not quite in
Larmony with his prineiples; nobody will find
it out. The couutry is profoundly unconscious
of the fact that its only chunce of liberty lies
in decentralization, because the Right, whosc
immediate object is to weaken the Central

Mk Asearanrs Brps.—In thé garden for fumily
purposes new asparagus beds should be made now
without duluy, though any time this month will
answer.  The Lest plan in making these beds is to
excavate the earth, whether it is soil er not, to the
deptin of from twenty to twenty-fanr inches, remove
all the divt exeept the soil, and commence t’o iill up
with a goed layer of horse manure; press it well
down, then o layer of soll, then mannre again, leav-
ing the richest manue for the last cight or ten
inches.  Plang twoe year old rosts of the colassal va-
riety, three feet apart each way, with the crewn of
the roots from six to cight inches benoath the sue-
fuee. Keep the beds clear of all weeds, grass, ote.
The plants will make considerable growtly the first
season, and the third seuson there will be some
spives fit to enl. The fourth scason, three yuars
aftec planting, the hed may be consitdered in its fuil
matarity, No st shiculd be applied antil the bed
i fully established, While theve is no hetter fortilizer
than salt for a bed once fully produeing acrop, to be
applied early in April aud as soon after the fall
dressing of nunure is forked in asmay b convenicnt
