the simple faithful, It is not our purpose here
1> arpus and contend for n doctrine, bus simply
to state an article of fsith professed by over
twn hundred miliions of the human race, and
held as a fundawmental doctrine by the liv-
inr Church in all ages from the time of her in-
stitstion by Christ, I'rom the very first we
£rd acknowledged the supreme power of St.
Poter tni his suceessora in spirituala over the
Uuiversal Church., The writinga ¢f the early
Fatkers and the decisions of the first Geoeral
Cormeils leave 10 Joubs on this point. Thus, ac-
¢-rding tavhe Fathers, Peter is the “‘solid rock—
thegreat frundation—to him the keysof theking-
dom were granted—to him the sheep were
assiened, avd he is the universaishepherd, He
isthe pillar of the Church—the eye of the
Apostles—the one who has the primacy of the
Ap:stleship, and primacy over the Universal
Ciurch.” The Fathers nlso call the Roman
Chnrch the **matrix of all the churches.” It
is the head See—it is poasesed of a superior
principality—it is the head of the churches—
the Apostolic See—the fountain, and other
churches are the streams.” To it all must have
recotrse, *‘ He is profane—an salien—an anti-
christ—who is separated from Rome.” And of
the Pontiff who occupies the See of Peter, they
say: ‘““This is the fisherman’s successor—he
holds the place of Peter—he has the chmpga of
all—he Iing the primacy io all things—the chiet
Pontiffi~the Lishops—the primate of all the
bishops, ete., etr.”?

Such, dearly beloved brethren, is the teaching
of all Christinn antiquity, in_fact, the teaching
2t 2 times of the Universal Church in regard o
the primacy of St. Peter and his successors;
aud impartinl history unequivoeslly attests that
this dactrine has not remnaioed o mere abstract
trtt, but that it has always been affirmed in
se's of public and momentous character, as well
% in the distant East as in the West; wilh
equal force of authority in the Imgerial city of
Constantinaple and in the humbl: st Sees of the
st obscure Province of Christendom.

. But let us see what this primacy implies. It
implics on the part of the Pontiff a soverei

jurisdiction over the entire Church, over all the
children of Christ; the right of convoking
general councils and of appointing bishops ; . the

Now, as a guarantee of this fieedom of aztion
on the part of the Sovereym Pontiff, He who
establisted the primacy so dispozed of events as
to prepare the way for the tzmpsral power of the
1I’opes. He who reads hiztory aright must see
the finger «f Ged in the gradunal establishment
and ¢ nsolidation of the temporal power, as the
condition of the freedom and independence of
the Mead of the Courch in the discharge of his
sacred dnties Danicl sow in his vision of the
night the whole divine plar, acrordine to which
empire was to give way to empire, and king-
dem was  to- rucceer  kingdow, until the
whole world shou’d  bhe gathesrrd into the
Roman Empire:—* When in tha days of
those kingdoms, the Ged of Leaven weuld 1nise
uvp another kingdom, which should never te
destroyed, but which should stand for ever.”
{Dan. ii. 41.) Evea so the Chiistian student of
history may see how the Almighty Dispos:r of
«1 things, Who uphbolds every creature by the
word of His power, su ordered human eveuts
and controlled the destinies of natious as to pre-
pare the way for ths establishment of & princi.
pality that was to secure tho free, unfettered
exrreise of that primaecy which the Incarnate
God bad cstablished in His Church, as tke cen-
t-e and princip'e of unity of faith and the foun-
tain of jurisdiction. During three hundred
years the Church was sutjected to a most
sanguinary persecution, her faithful cuildren
were slain by hundreds, and the eoil of Rome
was soddened with martyr's blocd. During
that dark period the Chureh, it is true, acquired
property, but not, of course, a ¢ivil principality ;
and, hence, the only way in which the Suprcme
Pontiffs could vindicate their liberty and inde-
pendence was to retire to the gloom of the
catacomby, «r to shed their blood on the red
reaffold of martyrdom. DLut that was not the
normal sta*e of the Christisn Church, Perzecu-
tion had douns its warst agaiust her and utterly
fail-d in ita cbjrct.  Jluman passiens broke in
anpry waves ag.in:t therock of ages but in vain.
The Chwch was bult uwpon s rck,
ard though the rain fell, and the flnods
came, and the tempest roged, 16 feil not.
‘The victury ¢f Constantine pave freedom to onr
holy veligion, cuiled her forth from her hid-
ing places, and enthrored her 1 glorions bisili-
¢asand majesde temples  Then began to mani-
fesy itself the acticm of Divine Yrovidence in
preparing the way for the estublishment of the
temporal power. Coustantine, after giving
freedom ncd protection to the Church, trans.
ferred the seat of the einpire from Rome to the
tanks of the Bosphorous **Tho same yre-
c.nets,” observes Cuunt de Maistre, ““could not
contain the Emperer and the Pontiff. Constan.
tine yielied up Rome t» tha IPope. From that
time we also observe that the emapercra seemed
no longer at home in Rome ; they resembled
strangers paseizg through and lodeing therefrom
time to time.” At length the period arrived for
the destruction of the Roman empire and i's
gailty capital—Pagan Rome, the Babylon of
the Apocalypse. A ¢ y had gooe up against it

from the Christisn martyrs, and was heard ;
the hour of its doom had struck, The
tarbarity, bursting froa  theic  north-

ern climes and savage forests, swept over the
ewpire with the might and impatuosity of an
irresistible inundatior. The Roman legions
weie annihilated ; the empire itself, the con-
solidation of centuries, was broken into frag-
ments by many & hard stroke: Tunisone
plurims.  Rome’s haughty gates were torn
down and carried away, and the city itself re-
duced to a ‘‘marble wilderness.” But there
waiin that city a principle of vitaiity—the Pa-
pacy; and Christian Rome, blessed with the
doctrine of immortality, arose on thn ruins
of Pagan R:me, and became the capital of “a
kingdom which can never be destroyed.” The
emparora of Constantiuople were impotent to
protect their subjects, and abandoned the fpeo-
ples of Rome and the adjoining countties to the
Pope for protection and elected hLim their sove-
reign. The Supreme Magistracy was spontan:
consly transferred by the Roman Senate and
people to ths Sovereign Pontiff, Gregory
II., AD., 730 “The Bishops of
Romoe then beecame de facto <« (e
Jure, tha temporal as well as the epiritusl
fathers of a free people, and after the loss of
her legions and provinces Kome was again re.
stored t> honor and dominion. The Chair of
Peater replaced the throneof the Cicsars; the
seat of empire became the eanctuary of reli-
gion; and had it not been for this new vital
principle, which renovated her decayed ea-

ergien, Rome, like other cities of antiquity
like Thebes or Babylon or Carthage,
might have been lotted from  the

map of the eartb, verifying theawful forebodicg
of Lucan, ‘Fabula nomen crit.’”’ ‘“Tae temporal
power of the Popes,” snys Gibbon, '* is now
confirmed by the reverence of a thousand years,
and their noblest title is the free choice of a

ople whom they bhad redeemed from slavery.”
}ﬁ]is necessarily rapid and imperfect eketch of
the way in which the temporal power of the
Papacy was brought into ex'stence 18 sufficient
to c.nvioce she impartial reader that this power

is the work of DProvidence: ‘‘Digit Dei
est  hio” And with this  work the
liberty of conscience and the inde-

pendence of the Church have been providen-
tially united for centuries, In the words of
the late illustrious Bishop of Orleauns, ‘‘iv is

The prayer *‘ PRO Para” shall be recited
in every Masr, Rubrics permitting, from the
date of the reception of this Pastoral Letter till
the end of the vear, snda Te Deum will be
sung in each cathedral church and in all others,
in which it can ba suitably chanted, on the 1st
day of the year 1888, thanking God for prolong-
ing the life of Qur Holy Father beyond the 50th
anniversary of his priesthood.

4'h. This pastoral shall be read in all the
churches ot the Provincs on the first Sunday
after its reception or as soon afterwards as cir-
cumstances will permit,

NUT BELIEVE.

Lecture Ly Mis Grace the Archbishop of
‘Toronto,

0. Sunday evening last the Archbiskop
preached to a large audience at St, Michael's
Cathedral on tha above eubjzct,

His Grace began by making the sign of the
oross, and faid wo commence all our prayers
and religicus exerciges by making on our-
selves the sign of the cross, the symtol of cur
redemption. und by invoking the blessing of
tho Most Holy Trinity, the Father, the Son
and the Holy Ghoat, ior, as St Paul says,
whether you eat ¢r drink, or whatever else
you do, do it in the name of the Lord Jesus,
By the sufferings of Christ on the cross we
were redcemed. Christ will bear His oneign
to judgment. A1l nations, even the uncivil-
izsd, have an cneign which represents them.
Eogland has her Union Jack, United Ntatos
have their ctars and stripes, Ireland has its
shamrock, and tho Catholic Church the Cross.
Sho placta it cn her towers, and on her altara,
and usges it in all her sacred ceremonies and
apostrophises it ; thus on Good Friday she
sings :

O Holy Cross, O noblest tree, )
Of all the woods there is none like thee ;

No earthly groves, no shady howera
Produce such fruit, such leaves, such flowers ;
Sweet are the nails, and sweet the wood

"That bears a weight so aweet and good.
Kings and Emperors, even Protestants, glory
in having the crose on their crowns as a pro-
fession of Chrietisnity,.- Popee have the cross
on their tiaras, the bishops on their mitres
and' on their breasts ;. religious, carry abount
‘them that sacred :emblem pressed to .their
“hearts, and many pious-persons follow their
example.  Would thavall carried them piouely.
and thought frequently, in looking on.the
oross, of.the price of their immortal eoule, for
you are bought at a great prics, Lot usre:

believe, In the first place, wo believe that it
would be damnable to give to any creature
the honor and worship duo to God alone, It
would Dbe the sin of idelairy; to that when
we pay reverence to the cross, the Blessed
Virgin and to the eaints and to Loly things,
we pay them that miaor respect due to them
on uccount of what they ropresent, for the
ecripture says, honor to whom honor is due,
Wo pay special henor to princes and those in
high statione, and to our parents, for such is
the command of Ged. Tho phraseclogy of
the Latholic church savora much of the florid
oriental style, forit wns in tho enst of blazing
imaginations that Christienity tcok its riso
When people aay His Wership the Mayer, or
the Most Worahipful Grand Master thoy don't
intend to convey the idea of a worship due
only to God. We read that Basthsabes, the
mothor of Solomon, when vigiting David to
ask n grcat favor, bowed herself down end
worshipped the king, Thisisyet the Oricntal
custom. '"This worship is not intended ss an
act of adoration due to God alane. St. John
mistook an angel for God and fell down to
adore him, but the angel said to him, Sce
thou Go it not—I am thy fellow-servant.
Adore God. (Apoc, 190-10) When in the
House of Lords in England the Peera bow to
the throne in passing it, thisis only a mark
to sovercign authority which tho threno re-
presents, or when a member of Parliament
bows to the maco whilst it lies on the tablo,
they are to idolators, nor are we when weo
bow to the cress or to the images;of the
saints, When Catholics pray for the inter-
coesion of raints they only follow the example
of St. Paul, who recommended himaelf to tho
prayers of tho eaints of the early church,
When hely people go to Heaven faith and
hope ceases, but love «nters Heaven nud lovo
of their fellow-beings on carth induces them
to pray for them; nnd becoming like unto
nngels they rejoice at the conversion of a sin.
ner, as our Lord bhimself informs us, and
those saints must have a knowledpe of what
paeses in tho depths of the sinner’s heart to
ve able to rejiice. Now this love of kindred
deceen 1y even into Hell, for ascording to the
prralle meationcd by our Lord, a rich man
died an'l was buried in hel), and pot being
able to yprocore sny allevintion for his own
suilzrinpe, he begmed cf Alpahsm to sond
Lazarus tv his brothers who were lzading bad
iives on earth to warn them to change their
lives lest they might come into that place of
woo, for, said ho, I am tormented in these
flamee, Catholics do not worship bread, they
worghip Christ hidden undor the appearance
of bread, as His Divinity was hidden uuder
His humenity, Catholics don’t believe that
man, by his own power, can forgive sins, but
a8 a micister of God, validly ordnined and
commissioned, ho oan forgive sing by the
power, a3d in the name of Jesus Christ in tho
Sacrament of Penance. It is by a sacrament
thab sins are forgiven, When Chriet founded
this mysterions ceremony by breathing on
His Apostles, taying those solemn words,
* Recoive yo tho Holy Ghost ; whoae sins
you forgive they aro forgiven unto them, and
whose siny you retain they are retained.”
Yet it is 8 common eaying nmongst Protest-
ante, who con forgive sins except God alone ?
‘These people don’t think that they arc assum-
ing the words of the insolent scribe men-
tioned in the Gospel, who cried out the very
same words, contradicting Christ when he
said, *“ Son, thy sins are forgiven thee.” Our
Lord then worked a miracle to show that the
Son of Man could forgive sins, You porceive
here are two tribunals, ont on earth, the
other in heaven, *f Whose sins you forgive
cn carth will be forgiven in heaven, and if
tho tribunal on earth judge wrongly, the
tribunal in heaven will not ratify tho sen-
tence,” Catholica do ot helieve _tbu_.t indul-
gences mean permission fo comniit gin: God
Himself cannot give evch permission. An in-
dulgence is » commutation of a severo sen-
touce $o o lesser one, in view of tho greatocss
of the contrition of the penitent, and for per-
ferming acta of charity and other good wo k.
Sin must be forgiven by the sacrament of
penance before this commutation of sentence
can be obtained, Catholics do not believe
that salvation can bo obtained from any other
source then from the merits and sufferings
and death of our Divine Redeemer. Ihere is
no other name under heaven whereby we
must be raved, but in the name of our Lord
Jesus Christ. The Blessed Virgin and the
Ssinte may helpus toattain salvation by their
prayers, but salvation must come from our
Lord and Redeemer. We say to flim have
mercy on us, hut to tho Saints pray tor us.
Catholica do not believe that all who are
called Protestants are real Protestants ; they
pretend to protest against the errors of Rome,
bat the errors of Rome ure the products of
their own imsgination, They proteat against
errors and we do the very same, Lf thero
could be a friendly chat between a priest and
o Protestant, the Pcotestant would be aston-
ished to find himeelf Bo much decoived.
Catholica do not believe the Popec is impce-
cable, he can sin like other men, kut they do
helieve that when he decides ex-cathedra,
that is, as head of the Catholic Church, joined

a dogtrine to be believed, or dacides a ques-
tion of morals, his decision is irreformable,
For in the Church o God there .must be a
fial tribunal agaleo in the world, The Privy
Council of Epgland is the court of the last re-
tort, though notinfallible, "Many Protestants
believe themselves infallible in their interpre-
tation of the Biblo, .In the Catholic Church
there ia ‘only one acknowledged—the supreme
Pontiff, In the Old Law the Jewish High
Priest wae algo believed to be infallible in
all his decisions., Catholics do not believe
-that & marriage tie validly and lawfully con-
tracted between & man and womean can be
broken by.any power on earth,, Whom God’
ihath ' joined ‘let not man put asunder, and
again St, Paul says of & womsn put away by
lier husband, * He who marrieth the woman
80 put away commits adultery,” ‘which he
could not do if the roarriage tis be broken by
"the divorce. Catholics do.not beliove. that
everyone has a right to' pronounce on his own
predestination or to be sure of his own salva-
tion, because, 'he. thinks go himself : * No,

God does not usually reveal this to anyone.
Cathclics do not beliove that those who ap--
yarently die out of the communion of their
Church n-e lost; nany helong to the soul of
the Church but not to its body, Thero is
whut.we call inculpable ignorance, or excue-
ablo ignorance. This subject is a lirge and
interecting ono, that we sholl discuss on an-
other oceasioa, Now, what do Catholics
be-ll we? I will briefly eaumerate their doe~
trinea:

They believe that thero is one God, and
three persons in God ; ond the second Person
of the monst adorable Trinity took flush by
the operat’oa of the Holy (in0stin the womb
of the Blessed Virgia Mory; that to suf-
fercd and died on the cross tor our salvat) o ;
that Ho rose from the dcad; that He - ~tub.
lished 1lis church on earth, which was .t
till the end of time, against which the ga.os
of lell or error could net prevail. That ilo
conferred certain rights and privileg-s upon
His apostles for the ealvation of the people ;
thut they wers to go forth to preach tlia doc-
trine to the whole world, and as they could
not personslly go to all parts of the world,
aad to preach the (iospel to the end of time,
He empowered them to ordain successors
with the same powers and privileges which
they had received from Christ. T'nis is called
the Apostles Ministry, which holde the place
¢f Cbriet on earth. * Ie thut hears you
hears Me.” That this church is one, with
one Paith, cne Lord, one Baptlem; thnt
Christ cstablithecd sevon sacraments in llis
church a8 moans of combatting the world, the
{lesh and the devil, und of eccurely arriving
at  eternal reward; Daptismn, by which
original and 2]l actusl siny a-e remitied, and
sanctifyiny grace icfused into the soul, with
the right to receive cther graces at proper
times, when imploring help; Coilirmation,
by which the gifts of tho Holy Ghost sroin-
fused into the roul, conferving the grace of
spiritual manhood, Theve graces ara wisdom,
uaderstondivg, fortitede, kunowlcdge, piety,
and the fear of the Lo-d.

The eacrament of [luconciliation or P’en-
ance, by which siva traly rephuted of, with
change of heart and mor s, with o flem pur-
pose of smendment, with restitntion of il:-
gotiengoode, or of character, morcover, with
a condign perance on tho pmt of tho poui-
tent, aud abeolution on the part of the prieet,
are forgiven by Almighty God. Tho Sacra-
ment of our Lord’s kody, culled the Holy
Iucharist.  Cathelics believe that in this
sacrament there is truly, roally and subatan-
tislly, the Body an@' Blood of vur Lord Jesua
Christ, in their glorifisd state, together with
His soul and Divinity ; and that recciving it
under ono kind or specics alone, Cirlet is re-
ceived whole and entire in His glorified state.
Calholics beliove also with St James the
Apostle, that the sacrament of anointing the
sick confers grace and remits sin (see St.
James, chapter fiftn); that Matrimony is o
eacrament giving grace, ng alto Holy Ocders.

The Catholics also believe that there is &

transitory state after thia life called Purge-
tory, where eouls not pure enough to go to
Ileaven from tne imporfections and misorles
of this life, nor wicked enough to go to Hell,
nro purified =0 as to bo worthy to bo engulied
in the infinito sanctity of God, snd fit unso-
c’ates for the immaculato Mother ot God, and
the Angele and Sainta of leaven. Were
there not a temporary place or state of purifi-
cation atter thia life, God would net be juss,
fur He will render to everycne according to
his works donein the flesh. Some aro less
siaful than others. That thero is a state of
life, neither Heaven nor Holl, is amply proved
by tho descent ¢f Christ after His death
amongst those who had died in certain Isyor
with God, but who could not enter Ileaven
before Christ kad redeemed thom, This
place or state is called Limbs, Hadcs, or in
the shady or Purgatory. Vvoshould trespass
too long on our audicnce to mention other
pointa of faith, and to prove all our doctrines
by Sacred Scripture snl tradition, but we
hope God will permit us to address other
audiences a8 respectable and intelligent ce the
present ore.

PRIVATE INTERPRETATION.

Renson itself would dictate that the law o
God and His teaching are vot to be left to the
capricious iaterpretation of every individual.
Human laws are not so left to private inter-
pretation. It is equally necessary that in the
Church of God there should be a divinely ap-
pointed judicial authority to pronounce definite-
ly on ;ll matters of faith and morals.—Catholic
