Tood had to be found for 250,000 stomachs
evory day of the week. The tioket systom
put an immadiate check upon many poseible
sbuses of the gensral plan of rellef. Rofuslng
to glve monsy, we ineured ouraelves agalnst
drunkenness and all the troubles arislng out
of it—troubles whioa have been the ruin ef
more strikes than one, This has been the
goberoet abrike that I remember. From ficet
go Jant no man has asked me for meney for

What is the net result of the strike? I
cin anewer in & word,” says Barus. ‘*The
striksrs have galnod one penby per hour on
ordinagy time, three pemce per hour from
throe to alz p, m., two pence per hour after
elght, whilst the feur hours call for twe
shilliogs pay gives a permanency that has
enly now bsen securod. Contraot has been
abolished. By the abolitlon of contrack the
men cense to be mweated by the gangers as
they have been hitherte. The contract sys-
tom has been p materlsl Injury to the men
throughont. We have given that syatem ita
quietus, and by so doing bave removed a han-
dred causes of dis content aud wnxisty from
the dock laborers,” What other resnlt hay
the ptrike nocomplished ? *‘I¢ has deatroyed
now and for all time the systom of sweating,
aunder which the dockess fonnd himeelf com-
pelled to Iabor at starvation wagee for the
profit of hls employer. It has abolished, or
done much to sbolish, jealousy and bad feel-
Ing of every sort amongst the doockersasa
boedy. Tae brutal relavions (I can give tham
N0 other name) that huve exiated between
foreman and men have disappesred, or are
bound v disappear, In the Immediate future.
Aud touching the relatlona of the men with
their smployers, thoso alzo wiil, of necessity,
be bettered, inasmuch as tho employers,
dreading annther strike, will have & eub-
staniial motive for keeping on the best poa-
tlble terme with thelr men. Hitherto the re.
latloas of empleyera and men all throagh the
dooke hava hees degeeding to the men. Tt
wili not bs so in the fature, Must Isaya
word as to the rolatiooy of the leaders of the
tfrike with the representatives of the dock
campsnien?

Venice, the train broke down at a wayside
station.

A MEMRER OF PARLIAMENT,

DEADLY DYNAMITE,

Fatal Explosion at St. Jean Bap-
iste Village,

One Man Instanily Killed—Several People
Injurcd—Dercription of the Wreck and
Ruin Caused by the Explostion.

———
.

t. Joan DBaptlete Village and the
whole portion of the northeant part of the city
was awskoned at 6.25 Thuraday morning by
an explosion of dynamite cartridges which
geemed to thoee {o the neighborhood aa
though aa Immense gunpowder magazine had
been blown up acd had scattered death and
destruction ta all directions, The socens of
the dissstor Is a emall shed in which was
stored o number of dynamite cartridgeawhich
wore used for blasting purposca in the oon-
struction eof a sewer on Pantaleon stroot.
Neoor the corner of thls street snd Laval
avenus the shanty was bulle &nd near it
stands & blsckemith’s shop., About six
o'clock tto blackemith’a a:aistant, Jalen Char
trand, went to light the fires, and a few
minuatos latar Godefroi ilion, who has charga
of the blasting operation, end the explosives
which were uced in the operatione, came in
Fili:n a$ once proceeded to light the fire fn a
small furnace for the parpose of drying twe
cartridges whicbhad not been ueed the previous
day, bat whioh had the fuse and cxpioder al-
ready attached, The cartridges were placed
& short distance from the fire and were abont
10 inches in length and au inch and a quarter
thlck. When he opened sbe deer to putin
eome more cosl it fe supposed that a apark
igaited s fave of one of the cartridges, this set
fire to the other one and ina moment both
were rapidly burning towards the deaaly
charge snd it became evident that nothing
csnid be donme to avert an awful disaster
Filion at once ran for hle life, but had gone
kut a few yards when.
