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The Canada-Mysore Project was started by the
Canadian Hunger Foundation (CHF) and in
partnership with the Government of India and
the FAO were instrumental in establishing the
International Centre which now serves fifteen Asian
countries. The CHF contributed over $500,000,
while the Canadian Government provided a grant
of $70,000, for equipment. In addition, Canada
has provided three lecturers for short-term courses
offered by the Centre.

The new Student Centre was constructed with
$700,000, from Canadian counterpart funds.
These have been generated by the sale by the
Government of India of gifted Canadian food aid.
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
