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(b) - as regards Belgium:
to the laws concerning:

(î) retirement and survivors' pension for salaried workers and for self-
employed workers;

(il) invalidity insurance for salaried workers, sailors of the merchant
marine, mine workers and self-employed workers;

and, with regard to Part III only, to the laws concerning:
(iii) social security for salaried workers;
(iv) the social code for self-employed workers;
(y) sickness insurance for salaried and self-employed workers;

(vi) unemployment insurance;
(vii) family allowances for salaried and self-employed workers;

(viii) annual vacations for salaried workers;
(ix) work accidents in the private sector;
(x) occupational diseases in the private sector.

2. This Agreement applies or shall apply to ai acts or regulations which have
amended or extended or which will amend or extend the legisiation specified in para-
graph 1 of this Article.

3. This Agreement shaîl apply to any act or regulation which will extend the
exîsting plans to other categories of beneficiaries if, in this respect, the State which
has amended its legisiation does not notify the other state of its objections within
three months of the officiai publication of the said acts.

PART Il

Equality of Treatment and Personal Scope of Application

ARTICLE 3

1. Nationals of one of the Contracting States shall be subject to the obligations
of the legisiation of the other State and shall benefit from that legisiation under the
samne conditions as nationals of that State.

2. Provisions contained in the legisiation of one of the Contracting States which
restrict the rights of aliens, impose minimum periods of residence or disqualify aliens
because of their place of residence, shahi not be applied, to nationals of the other State.

3. This Agreement shahl apply to persons who are or who have been subject
to the legisiation of one of the two Contracting States and who are nationals of one
of those States as well as to the members of the family of such persons and to their
survivors.
