CHA17FER 1

TOTALIZING

Article 12

Periods under the Legisiation of Canada and Mexico

1 If a person is flot entitled to the payment of a benefit because he or she

bas flot completed sufficient creditable periods under the legisiation of a

Party, the entitiement of that person to the payment of that benefit

shall be determined by totalizing these periods and those specified in

paragraphs 2 through 4, provided that the periods do flot overlap.

2. (a) For purposes of deterrining entittement to the payment of a

benefit under the 0W Age Secury Act of Canada, a creditable

period under the legisiation of Mexico shall be considered as a

period of residence in the terrîtory of Canada.

(b) For purposes of determnining entitiement to the paymient of a

benefit under the Canada Pension Plan, a caiendar year

including at least thirteen weeks which are creditable periods

under the legisiation of Mexico shah! be considered as a year

which is creditable under the Canada Pension Plan.

1. For purposes of determining entitlement to the payment of a benefit for

old age or mandatory retirement unider the legisiation of Mexico:

(a) a calendar year which is a creditable period under the Canada

Pension Plan shail be considcrcd as fifty-two weeks which are

creditable under the legisiation of Mexico; and
