1) The buying back or "pepatriation® of British-held Canadian
securities, amounting to about $800,000,000, and the con=
solidation of the najor part of accumulated sterling
balances in London, amounting to i2700,000,000, into an
interest-free loan for the duration of the war.

2) A contribution of ©1,000,000,000 placed to the eredit of
the U.ited Kingdom for the osurchase of Canadian war
supvlies.
