Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Minister of
National Health and Welfare): Mr. Speaker, we
worked out an arrangement with the other
house leaders with respect to the sequence of
the estimates, and it was understood that fol-
lowing the finance estimates we would deal
with external affairs and then defence. We
would be prepared following that to deal with
any other department, including veterans
affairs.

Speaker, I have a supplementary question for
the Prime Minister. Will the date of parlia-
ment's return be set before parliament
adjourns for that certain event, or will it be
set by the new prime minister when he is
chosen?

Mr. Pearson: Oh no, Mr. Speaker, it should
be set for quite early in April.
