INDEPENDENCE 0F BAHAMAS-ADMISSION TO UNITED
NATIONS-CANADA'S POSITION

Mr. Claude Wagner (Saint-Hyacinthe): Mr. Speaker, I
should like to put a question to the Secretary of State for
External Affairs.

Can the minister tell us today, on the day following the
official declaration of independence of the Bahama
Islands, whether provision has been made for dloser rela-
tions with this Commonwealth country, and if necessary,
what form the exchanges would take, and whether the
government intends to support a possible application by
the Bahamas for membership in the United Nations?

Affairs): Mr. Speaker, I am sure I speak for all members of
the House in welcoming the independence of the Bahamias
and the accession of that area in its own independent
capacity as a member of the Commonwealth. We expect
that the head of government of the Bahamas will be here
when the Queen joins in welcoming all the heads of
government in Ottawa, and at that time we will be having
consultations.

DISPOSITION 0F ALLEGEDLY CONTAMINATED MEDICAL
SUPPLIES-REQàUEST FOR INVESTIGATION

arising from the fact that his department in the past few
days has been disposing of hundreds of thousands of
dollars worth of medical supplies maintained for civil
emergency purposes at approximately 13 depots across
Canada on the grounds that these supplies may be con-
taminated. My question is this. Can the minister tell the
House why 35,000 cases of such equipment were disposed
of f rom his departmental depot in Brockville, Ontario, in
the last f ew days in such a manner that children in the
area have been able to obtain needies, tubing and other
equipment which his department suggests is contaminat-
ed, and what steps is his department taking to deal
immediately with this obviously and potentially danger-
ous situation?
