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Mr. Macdonald (Rosedale): Madam Chairman, I suggest
we pass clause 29 and stand clause 30.

The Assistant Deputy Chairmnan: Shall clause 29
carry?

Clause agreed to.

The Assistant Deputy Chairmnan: Is it agreed that
clause 30 shall stand?

Soute hon. Mernbers: Agreed.
Clause 30 stands.
Clauses 31 to 33 inclusive agreed to.
On clause 34-Definitions

Mr. Macdontald (Rosedale): Madam Chairman, on re-
examining clause 34, the judgment has been arrived at hy
the draftsmen that the provisions of clause 34(2) are flot
necessary for the purpose of the statute, that they are
really extraneous to the statute and that there would be no
real purpose in having them in there. Therefore, I suggest
that the amendment which the Minister of Public Works
has been patiently waiting to put to the committee could
now be moved. The amendment reads:

That Bill C-32 he amended
(a) by renumnbering subclause 34(l) on page 14 thereof as clause 34;

and
(b) by striking out lines 27 to 30, inclusive, on page 14 thereof.

Mr. Drury: I so move.

NU. Gillies: Madam Chairman, I wonder if the minister
could give an explanation as tu why the change is to be
made.

Mr'. Macdonald (Rosedale): I just did, Madam Chair-
man. On re-examination of the bill it was found that this
particular provision would not involve anything; it would
not add anything to the law. Since it was extraneous, it
was determined that it should be taken out.

Mr'. Gillies: Do 1 understand the minister to say that the
Yukon Territory and Northwest Territories will corne
under the jurisdiction of this bill with regard to pricing
policies, and so on?

Mr'. Macdonald (Rosedale): Yes, Madam Chairman.

Mr'. Andre: Madam Chairman, I have a question for the
minister respecting the definition of "licensee." Yesterday
in committee we had some discussion respecting the inter-
action of clauses 20 and 43. Clause 43 reads:

No licenaee shall purchaae any crude oil originating in an exporting
province except at a price that does not exceed the prescribed price--

May 1 call it one o'clock, Madam Chairman?

Mr'. Sharp: Madam Chairman, before calling it one
o'clock I wonder if we could have permission to report
progress for the purpose of reverting to the House in
session so that I can table a copy of the terms of reference
of the royal commission that has been appointed in con-
nection with the investigation into Air Canada.
