Canadian Legion held in Pembroke, Ontario, discussed the move of the Depari-
nient of Veterans Affairs from Ottawa to Prince Edward Island and that the
branches present were not in favour of the plan?

1. The subjects discussed at the district G convention of the
Royal Canadian Legion held in Pembroke have flot been
brought to the attention of the Minister of Veterans Affairs.
However, the government is aware that the Royal Canadian
Legion opposes the relocation of the Canadian Pension Com-
mission to Prince Edward Island.

2. The total approved funding for the relocation of Veterans
Affairs is $23.6 million. This does flot include costs for build-
ing and land which are under negotiation and may flot be
borne by the federal government.
