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government, the responsibilities of the provinces and ail
the interested parties.

As we know, the ERP guidelines which we inherited
when we came to power in 1984 have clearly been found
to be inadequate. As a result of that, the Minister of the
Environment lias committed himself to, the formulation
of new legisiation which is part of an environmental
agenda. That legisiation and the environmental agenda
require the co-operation and participation of ail depart-
ments within this goverfiment. It is absolutely essential
that this legisiation and this agenda be drafted in sucli a
way that we avoid the mistakes and messes created in the
past by that party over there. Therefore, we are ensuring
that the legislation be done in such a fashion. Aithougli
it may be later than we would wish, it will meet the test
wlien it is there.

Ms. Audrey McLaughlin (Yukon): Mr. Speaker, I have
a supplementary question for the Deputy Prime Minis-
ter.

Ail that we can hear and ail that Canadians can hear
from the answer to the previous question is that this
government was inadequate in 1984 in dealing witli the
environment, inadequate in 1988 and inadequate again
in 1990. They cannot get their act together.

An hon. member: Six years later, nothing.

Ms. McLanghlin: Mr. Speaker, Canadians are fed up
waiting for the government to act.

Let me ask the Deputy Prime Minister something
more specific. Earlier this week the city of Toronto
committed itself to a 20 per cent reduction in carbon
emissions by the year 2005. This was something the
minister of energy rejected despite the recommenda-
tions of many experts.

Wil this government take some real action and com-
mit itself to a reduction of carbon emissions by the year
2005?

Hon. Don Mazankowski (Deputy Prime Minister,
President of the Privy Council and Minister of Agricul.
ture): Mr. Speaker, wlien the hon. member refers to the
government's record on the environment as being inade-
quate, she is really misstating the facts. Quite frankly,
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since this government came into power we have brouglit
in a Canadian Environmental Protection Act that stands
as a model in the world, a made in Canada acid ramn
control program. We have the toughest controls on car
emissions of any country in the world.

When it cornes to water, we released a comprehensive
federal water strategy, a $110 million dlean-up of the St.
Lawrence River, a $75 million dlean-up of the Halifax
Harbour, a dlean-up of the Sydney tar ponds. We have
negotiated and signed the Great Lakes Water Quality
Agreement with the United States, created six new
national parks, $106 million to South Moresby, the
Rouge River Wilderness Park and created the first
national marine park at Bruce Peninsula.

In addition to that, the leadership internationally has
been outstanding both by the Prime Minister and the
Minister of the Environment.
