Maple Sugar Pralines.
HAT are pralines? Ah, you never ‘’ilvet&south” or you would know, 

but in that case you woul4 be asklM,. about maple sugar, for 
that is a northern daifijy tor. sure! . Burnt sugar almonds are 
known as .pfalih&s, South of Mason-and "Dixon’s line. Made with 

maple, dear me, the only way to show you how good they grp is to teH you 
to try a few. x ; - • •-,( :

Break a pound cake of maple sugar Into piedes and add just a little 
water so It will not burn while dissolving over low heat. Simmer this un­
til a syrup that threads from the spoon results. Have watting ® fourth of 
a pound of almonds that have been blanched and broken In bits wi<& a 
hammer or a rolling pin. Pour these Into the syrup and stir for a minute, 
then turn the whole bubbling mass onto a buttered platter where it will 
cool. The maple will granulate as it cools and the confection will, be de­
liciously rich.

Maple fudge is another dainty. Put a pound of the crushed sugar 
into a double boiler with a cup of milk. When it in dissolved and hot, place 
the Inner kettle next to the heat but do not let the mixture burn. Add a 
tablespoon of butter and when it threads from spoon or hardens quickly 
In water, remove from fire and add nut meats If desired. Beat with a 
fork until signs of the mass really being “fudge” appear, then pour in into 
fancy small molds, or into, square tins to he marked into blocks when al­
most cool.
• Maple frosting is always a well liked fltong on any white cake. . Nats 
are usually added but they are not needed. Crush a half a pound of maple 
sugar and put it In a sauce pan with ope cup of granulated sugar and 
a cup of cream. When the sugar Is dissolved boil the mixture without 
stirring until it does not separate in cold water. Cool slightly, then beat 
until creamy. Re-heat until softened enough to spread on cake layers.

An excellent plain cake that this rich frosting makes delicious -Is made 
Over a recipe contributed by a la$y of this city. It is called mock angel 
cake. Beat one-thlrd> of a cup of butter with one Clip sugar, one egg, white 
and yolk beaten separately, one-third teaspoon vanilla, one cup of lnllk, 
three cups of flour containing three, heaping teaspoons of baking powder 
sifted together. Add-the well-beaten white of the egg at the last. Bake 
Ip a shallow pan or In two layers. ®*’ *

Maple hard sauce is used upon puddings or any sort of cake. Boll 
thick maple syrup until It is reduced one-half. Do pot stir or shake it 
while boiling. Add half as much butter as you have thick syrup, 
from heat, and cool slightly, then pour upon a well-beaten white of an 
egg, beating all the time. Continue beating until the mixture no longer 
separates.

Mrs. Pankhurst surrounded by a 
bodyguard consisting of several hun­
dred suffragettes suddenly appeared 
from the portal of a residence oppo­
site the park, crossed the road to the 
gates, and attempted to march down 
the drive leading to the palace.

Attacked Police.
Mounted1 police then barred their 

progress, and the women who were 
armed with sticks, attempted to cut 
their way thru the lines of patrolmen. 
They fought with vigor, using their 
sticks with such force that the police 
charged. Several women were In­
jured In the struggle, and the raiders 
were finally driven back, but left Mrs. 
Pankhurst and a number of her lieu­
tenants in the clutches of the police, 
while on the ground was a consider­
able collection of remnants of gar­
ments which had been tom off the 
women in the hand-to-hand fighting.

The police also suffered some-casu­
alties during the fierce onslaught made 

-, on them by the women.
King George himself was an inter­

ested spectator of the earlier move­
ments for his protection, which he 
-watched from a window of Bucking­
ham Palace.

The ambulance corps was kept very

winter, or in a very few cases, earl 

pl3nink. for aill summer an 
fall flowering shrubs.

Always cut out dead or dying or dis­
eased branches, at any time discover­
ed. Never allow broken or crushed 
branches to drain the injured vitality 
of the tree.

Where too many shrubs are in dan­
ger of making a gloomy corner, prune 
your shrubs Hiffh from the ground, 
thus letting,in a little light a little 
air, and a little sun. This will help the 
Shrub* wonderfully.
Prune off any unsymmetrlcal branches, 

Dp not let your shrubs or tremt grow 
lop-sided. Have an eye to the possi­
bilities and probSbBUles of strong 
winds blowing down top-heavy trees. 
Straggling branches, if unsupported, 
having -been left on, are a constant 
danger to the tree. A sudden or 
sprang wind, a heavy fall of soft wet 
snow, a sleet storm, all endanger the 
life of that tree, because of the In­
creased danger of branch-splitting; 
And falling branches always do injury 
to neighboring trees and shrubs.

Prune your new trailers on your 
grape vines, being especially careful 
to prevent tthetr tree-climbing tenden­
cies.
