CHINESE IMMIGRATION-DECISION OF

or not the operation of «the existing law
would be affected.

THE FRANCO-CANADIAN TRADE
TREATY.

Mr. DANIEL asked :

How many and what nations will share in
the rates of duty accorded to France by the
new treaty, under the favoured nation clause?

Hon. W. S. FIELDING (Minister of Fi-
nance). That information was given to the
House at a previous session, and, t think,
was substantially correct. Nevertheless I
prefer not to give a list of the countries at
this moment because it Is desirable we
should have from the Imperial authorities a
definite statement of their views In the mat-
ter. But, when we come to deal with the
French treaty, we will give the information
In more definite form. I think It is not wise
that I should commit myself to any par-
ticular list of the countries at the present
moment.

INSPECTION OF CANNED FOODS AND
MEATS.

What counties at present in the Dominion

are under inspection, reinspection of canned
foods and meats, and carrying out the regu-
lations attached to above Act?

The provisions of the Meat and
Canned Foods Act, and the regulations made
thereunder, apply to all the counties of the
Dominion.
