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Make it a blessing to all the world by granting

that all Christians may have a spirit of pray-

er and supplication to plead for those who

do not know, or do not believe in the Saviour

of sinners. Look down, O Heavenly Father,

with tender mercy on all those who by sick-

ness or any other adversity, may be kept from

thy house of prayer. Help them to worship

thee, and cause them to rejoice that thou art

every where present to hear and answer their

supplications. Grant these, and all our re-

quests, for thy mercy's sake in Christ Jesus,

our only Lord and Saviour. Amen.

Our Father, which art in heaven. Hallowed

be thy Name. Thy Kingdom come. Thy

will be done in earth, As it is in heaven. Give

us this day our daily bread. And forgive us

our trespasses, As w€ forgive them that tres-

pass against us. And lead us not into temp-

tation ; But deliver us from evil : For thine is

the kingdom. The power, and the glory, For

ever and ever. Amen.
The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and

the love of God, and the fellowship of the

Holy Ghost, be with us all, this day [night]

and for evermore. Amen.
